MEASURE'S PURPOSE:

Require the Dept of Public Health to develop and implement a statewide plan to educate the citizens about the risk of Hepatitis C and to develop protocols, guidelines and training 

PROVISION/MECHANICS: 

FISCAL EXPLANATION: 

It is estimated that these additional administrative, management and program coordination responsibilities would require the cabinet to add 5 new staff positions initially and the support requirement could grow to require 12 staff positions.. The estimated average annual salary, benefits and operating cost of establishing each new position would be $45,000. 5 new positions would require the cabinet to expend $225,000 and if the support requirement escalated to 12 positions as the Cabinet projects the total annual cost could reach $540,000.  
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
