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AN ACT relating to members of the United States Armed Forces.

Be it enacted by the General Assembly of the Commonwealth of Kentucky:

SECTION 1.   A NEW SECTION OF KRS 335B.020 TO 335B.070 IS CREATED TO READ AS FOLLOWS:

(1)
Notwithstanding any other provision of law, a license held by a member of the United States Armed Forces, including a member of the Kentucky National Guard or Reserve on federal active duty, that expires while that member is deployed overseas shall be extended until ninety (90) days after the end of the deployment. 

(2)
The hiring or licensing authority shall renew a license extended under subsection (1) of this section until the next date that the license expires or for the period that the license is normally issued, at no cost to the member, if that member:

(a)
Requests renewal of the license within ninety (90) days after the end of overseas deployment;

(b)
Provides the hiring or licensing authority with a copy of the member's official orders ending the overseas deployment; and

(c)
Meets all the requirements necessary for the renewal of the license, except that the member need not meet the requirements, if any, that relate to continuing education or training.
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
