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AN ACT relating to electricians.

Be it enacted by the General Assembly of the Commonwealth of Kentucky:

SECTION 1.   A NEW SECTION OF KRS CHAPTER 227A IS CREATED TO READ AS FOLLOWS:

(1)
For the purposes of licensure under this chapter, experience gained when the applicant was sixteen (16) or seventeen (17) years old shall count toward meeting part of the verifiable experience requirement under KRS 227A.060 and 227A.080, on a hour-by-hour basis, if an applicant meets the requirements of paragraphs (a) and (b) of this subsection. The hours granted under this subsection shall not exceed the equivalent of two (2) years of experience. To be eligible, verifiable experience gained while the applicant was sixteen (16) or seventeen (17) years old shall require that the work that is the subject of the experience:
(a)
Be performed under the supervision of a qualified electrician; and

(b)
Comply with the provisions of 29 U.S.C. secs. 201 to 219 and 29 CFR 570.

(2)
The Department of Housing, Buildings and Construction may promulgate administrative regulations under this section to establish any special procedures needed for appeals or reviews, define "qualified electrician," and specify the level of supervision necessary for the verifiable experience. 

SECTION 2.   A NEW SECTION OF KRS CHAPTER 227A IS CREATED TO READ AS FOLLOWS:

(1)
For persons applying for licensure under this section, any experience gained after July 15, 2004, shall not apply toward the verifiable experience requirement.

(2)
After July 15, 2006, licensure under this section shall cease.

(3)
Any person who would have been eligible for licensing under KRS 227A.080 if the experience complying with Section 1 of this Act had been included may apply for licensure consideration under this section. The person making application under this subsection shall attest that he or she meets the requirements for licensing under this chapter if the verifiable experience obtained under Section 1 of this Act, coupled with other verifiable experience, is sufficient to meet the licensing requirements.

(4)
This section shall apply to a person who would have been eligible for licensing under this chapter with the inclusion of verifiable experience allowed under Section 1 of this Act, but who was denied licensing, had his or her licensing revoked, or who failed to apply because part of the verifiable experience required for licensing under this chapter was obtained for work performed when the person was sixteen (16) or seventeen (17) years old.
Section 3.   KRS 227A.060 is amended to read as follows:

(1)
The department shall issue a license as an "electrical contractor" to an applicant who meets the following requirements:

(a)
Has paid to the department the application fee not to exceed two hundred dollars ($200) and the appropriate examination fee, which shall not exceed the actual cost of examination;

(b)
Has achieved a passing score, as set by the department, on all portions of the examination required by the department. The department shall promulgate administrative regulations to specify who shall take the examination if the applicant is a business entity; and

(c)
Has submitted proof that he or she has complied with workers' compensation and unemployment insurance laws and administrative regulations and has obtained a general liability insurance policy of not less than five hundred thousand dollars ($500,000).

(2)
The department shall issue a license as a "master electrician" to an applicant who meets the following requirements:

(a)
Has paid to the department the application fee not to exceed one hundred dollars ($100) and the appropriate examination fee not to exceed the actual cost of the examination;

(b)
Has completed:

1.
Six (6) years of verifiable experience in the electrical trade; and

2.
A training course in electrical work, acceptable to the department, or an additional two (2) years of verifiable experience in the electrical trade; and

(c)
Has achieved a passing score, as set by the department, on all portions of the examination required by the department.

(3)
The department shall issue a license as an "electrician" to an applicant who meets the following requirements:

(a)
Has paid to the department the application fee not to exceed fifty dollars ($50) and the appropriate examination fee not to exceed the actual cost of the examination;

(b)
Has completed:

1.
Four (4) years of verifiable experience in the electrical trade; and

2.
A training course in electrical work, acceptable to the department, or an additional two (2) years of verifiable experience in the electrical trade; and

(c)
Has achieved a passing score, as set by the department, on all portions of the examination required by the department.

(4)
Verifiable experience meeting the requirements of Section 1 of this Act may be used in conjunction with other verifiable experience to meet the licensing requirements of subsections (2) and (3) of this section.
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
