Text of Legislation:  

     Create new sections of KRS Chapter 438 to prohibit cloning for the purpose of producing a child; require persons and organizations engaging in cloning activities to register with the Cabinet for Health Services.

     

Summary Impact -- Indicate affected service levels, workloads, staff and program areas (describe any coordination issues with other state/external agencies or groups): 

The bill creates two felony crimes; a Class C and D felony. The Class C felony states, “No person or other entity, public or private, shall intentionally:  (a)  Conduct or attempt to conduct human cloning with the intent to create a child; or (b)  Transport or cause the transportation of the product of nuclear transplantation into, out of, or within the Commonwealth of Kentucky for the purpose of human cloning with the intent to create a child.”  The Class D felony states, “Any person or other entity, public or private, that engages in human nuclear transplantation shall register with the secretary of the Cabinet for Health Services not less than thirty (30) days prior to engaging in human nuclear transplantation,” as well as register according to specific guidelines.

Being that these penalties would be new and for the conducting of human cloning with the intent to create a child, human nuclear transportation, or failure to properly register with the secretary of the Cabinet for Health Services to engage in human nuclear transportation, the assumed impact on the Department of Corrections would be minimal.

There would be a minimal fiscal impact on the Department of Corrections due to the assumed rarity of the offense that would be classified as a Class C and Class D Felony.
