Text of Legislation:  


Create a new section of KRS Chapter 197 to require the Department to levy a 5% transaction fee on the transaction when a inmate accesses an inmate account; amend KRS 439.315 to increase the minimum felony probation or parole supervision fee to $25; amend KRS 532.050 to impose a fee for the preparation of a presentence investigation; amend KRS 533.030 to require at least a $20 fee for drug or alcohol tests for persons placed on parole or conditional discharge where that testing is ordered by the court.

HCS - Retain original provisions; amend to reduce transaction fees.

Summary Impact -- Indicate affected service levels, workloads, staff and program areas (describe any coordination issues with other state/external agencies or groups): 

The bill proposes additional fees and changes to fees for the Department of Corrections.  Currently the Department of Corrections does not assess a banking fee for inmate accounts.  Under specific guidelines, the fees collected from inmate banking could be utilized to offset costs, such as those incurred by the Department of Corrections for substance abuse treatment.  The House Committee Sub changes the fee from 5% to $.25 per transaction not to exceed four dollars per month. 

 There are several proposed fees as it pertains to parole supervision fees, presentence investigations and drug and alcohol tests.  Currently statute requires a fee of not less then $10.00 for supervision of a person convicted of a felony.  Under current statute, there is no fee for presentence investigation and no set fee for drug testing. As it concerns drug testing the legislation would set $20.00 as the minimum charged for testing.  While there has been no fee associated with the presentence investigation previously, the proposed fee of $75 will help to offset a part of the current investigation cost of $284.25.  

Fiscal Impact -- Also include increased/decreased administrative cost and whether new fund sources would be required (identify fund sources, and GOPM staff person consulted): 
These increased fees could be utilized to offset the growing costs to supervise persons placed on supervision.  Fees collected from inmate banking could be utilized to offset the costs of programs for inmates.

NOTE:  In all cases, consideration should be given to the cumulative impact of all bills that increase the felon population or that impose new obligations on the Department of Corrections
