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A CONCURRENT RESOLUTION declaring Traveller's Rest, the farm first settled by Governor Isaac Shelby, a property worthy of preservation for its historic value to the Commonwealth.

WHEREAS, Traveller's Rest in Lincoln County was established by the first recorded deed granted in the Kentucky Territory of the Commonwealth of Virginia, issued in 1789 and signed by Governor Thomas Jefferson; and

WHEREAS, Traveller's Rest was first settled by Isaac Shelby, first and fifth Governor of the Commonwealth of Kentucky; and

WHEREAS, Traveller's Rest is home to the Isaac Shelby Family Cemetery State Historic Site; and

WHEREAS, six hundred seventy seven (677) of the original one thousand four hundred (1,400) acres granted to Governor Shelby to establish Traveller's Rest remain intact; and

WHEREAS, Traveller's Rest represents a national model for agricultural productivity, wildlife habitat conservation, and historic preservation; and

WHEREAS, residential developments are encroaching toward the farm's borders, threatening the long-term preservation of this historical asset;

NOW, THEREFORE,

Be it resolved by the House of Representatives of the General Assembly of the Commonwealth of Kentucky, the Senate concurring therein:

Section 1.   The General Assembly declares Traveller's Rest a significant historical asset to the Commonwealth and worthy of preservation.

Section 2.   The Kentucky Heritage Council, Kentucky Transportation Cabinet, and the Department of Parks shall work to help acquire the resources necessary to preserve this property in its historic state for future generations of Kentuckians to enjoy.

Section 3.   The Clerk of the House of Representatives is directed to transmit a copy of this Resolution to the Kentucky Heritage Council, Kentucky Transportation Cabinet, and the Kentucky Department of Parks.
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
