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A RESOLUTION adjourning the House of Representatives in honor of F. Lynn Luallen upon the occasion of his retirement from the Kentucky Housing Corporation.

WHEREAS, it seems appropriate from time to time for this honorable body to reflect upon the contributions of special Kentucky natives who have enriched the lives of so many people; and

WHEREAS, F. Lynn Luallen was born on July 21, 1937, a native of Paris, Bourbon County, Kentucky; he is the devoted husband of Crit Luallen; he is the loving father of two sons, J. P. Luallen of Owensboro and Scott Luallen of Lexington, and a daughter, Mary Lynne Roach of Owensboro; and he is the proud grandfather of five grandchildren, Phillip Luallen, Embry Luallen, Alex Luallen, Wesley Roach, and Elee Roach; and

WHEREAS, F. Lynn Luallen served his country with honor and distinction in the United States Air Force; and

WHEREAS, F. Lynn Luallen received a Bachelor of Arts in Political Science and History from Transylvania University in 1964; and

WHEREAS, in March, 1996, F. Lynn Luallen became the chief executive officer of the Kentucky Housing Corporation; under his leadership and partnership with HUD, Kentucky Housing Corporation has added thousands of units to the multifamily affordable housing inventory in the state; he has been the voice for the homeless, the disabled, the elderly, and the low-income, and under his auspices, affordable housing in Kentucky has become a reality for many people who otherwise would not have had the opportunity to own property; and

WHEREAS, F. Lynn Luallen has served as chief executive officer for the Kentucky state office of the United States Department of Housing and Urban Development, the Federation of Appalachian Housing Enterprises, The Housing Partnership, and the Louisville Housing Development Corporation; he has also served as a director and advisor to the Federal Home Loan Bank of Cincinnati Board of Directors, Federal Home Loan Bank of Cincinnati Advisory Council, Fannie Mae Southeast Regional Housing and Community Development Advisory Council, Fannie Mae Housing Impact Advisory Council, Fannie Mae Kentucky Partnership, Inc., and the Kentucky Appalachian Commission; and he served two terms on the board of directors, two terms as president, one term as vice president, and one term as secretary of the National Council of State Housing Agencies; and

WHEREAS, F. Lynn Luallen has been the recipient of numerous awards throughout his career, including being inducted into the Kentucky Affordable Housing Hall of Fame by the United States Department of Housing and Urban Development, the 2002 Housing Assistance Council Skip Jason Community Service Award, the 2001 Leadership Award from the National Council of State Housing Agencies, the 1997 Kentucky Affordable Housing Association Leadership Award, and the 1995 Kentucky Housing Lifetime Achievement Award; and

WHEREAS, when we reflect upon the contributions F. Lynn Luallen has tirelessly given to the citizens of this Commonwealth throughout his career as a public servant, we are reminded that ethics and integrity have played a large part toward his immeasurable contributions to Kentucky, and his accomplishments should serve as an example for those who succeed him; and

WHEREAS, F. Lynn Luallen retired as chief executive officer of the Kentucky Housing Corporation on August 31, 2004, after nineteen years of service;

NOW, THEREFORE,

Be it resolved by the House of Representatives of the General Assembly of the Commonwealth of Kentucky:

Section 1.   The House of Representatives congratulates F. Lynn Luallen for his many years of public service to the citizens of the Commonwealth of Kentucky. During his career he has demonstrated strong character and has been an element of invincible strength to all the lives he has touched.

Section 2.   The House of Representatives hails and commends its native son, F. Lynn Luallen, for his immeasurable contributions to the Commonwealth of Kentucky, and wishes to him upon his retirement continued success in all future endeavors.
