WHEREAS, Willie B. Bright earned a bachelor's degree in business management and marketing from the University of Louisville, in Louisville Metro, KY, and became a successful businessman, having owned the Velvet Rose Supper Club for many years before selling it the Louisville Metro Housing Authority as part of the Clarksdale Neighborhood Redevelopment Project; and

WHEREAS, Willie B. Bright had a distinguished military record in the United States Army, having earned the rank of Master Sergeant; and

WHEREAS, Willie B. Bright's record of civic involvement included service as member of the Yearlings Club, the National Association for the Advancement of Colored People (NAACP), People's Rights In Demanding Equality, the Phoenix Hill Neighborhood Association, and the Urban League; and

WHEREAS, Willie B. Bright's political career included election to the first Louisville Metro Council, serving as District 4 Councilman representing the neighborhoods of Butchertown, Germantown, Meriweather, Phoenix Hill, Portland, Russell, Schnitzelburg, Shelby Park, Smoketown, and the Central Business District, wherein he distinguished himself as a councilman extraordinaire, serving on the Public Health & Safety Committee and Transportation and Public Works Committee, and serving as chairman of the Metro Development Committee; and

WHEREAS, Willie B. Bright was described as friendly, honest, helpful, giving, compassionate, dedicated, selfless, driven, and serious about his job and his district, wherein he held numerous clean-ups, block parties, community meetings, cookouts, Halloween, and Christmas parties for the children; and

WHEREAS, Willie B. Bright will be remember as being a lion of a man, a man whose word was his bond, a kind and gentle soul, a low key but effective councilman, a man with a good sense of humor, and a man who worked quietly but tirelessly for this community; and 

WHEREAS, the passing of Willie B. Bright has left a void that will be difficult to fill, and he is mourned across the length and breath of the Commonwealth of Kentucky;
