WHEREAS, Doug Borders was born on May 4, 1944, a native of Lebanon, Marion County, Kentucky; he is the devoted husband of Mary Sue York Borders, and he is the loving father of two sons, Lewis and Stephen Borders, and a daughter, Laura Borders Laws; and

WHEREAS, Doug Borders began his career in healthcare at the age of 26 when he became administrator of Parkview Convalescent Center in Paducah, a privately owned 126 bed facility, and when the facility was sold to the Seventh Day Adventists Healthcare System, he became responsible for 13 facilities over a four-state area; in 1964, he became Personnel Director of Lourdes Hospital in Paducah, where he was also named Vice President of Community Relations; he was then promoted to Senior Vice President of Administration, serving in that capacity until 1992; he became Chief Executive Officer of Mary Chiles Hospital in Mount Sterling in 1992; in 1993, he became Chief Executive Officer of Mercy Hospital in Owensboro, and he played a key role in its merger with Owensboro-Daviess County Hospital, which created the Owensboro Mercy Health System in 1995, after which time he became Chief Operating Officer of the newly merged hospital and served on the new Owensboro Mercy Health System Board of Directors; in 1996, he became Vice President of the Mercy Health System, which is now Catholic Healthcare Partners; and he currently serves as Chief Executive Officer of the Kentucky-Indiana region of Catholic Heathcare Partners; and

WHEREAS, in his leadership roles with Mercy Health System and Catholic Healthcare Partners, Doug Borders has served on the board of directors of three Kentucky hospitals; he has worked with the Ursuline Sisters' Marian Home nursing facility, and he has served on the boards of Sacred Heart Village in Louisville and Providence Retirement Home in New Albany, Indiana; he has served on the boards of the Kentucky Hospital Association, the American Hospital Association, the Catholic Healthcare Association, the Premier Advocacy Program, and Brescia University; and he is the recipient of the prestigious 2002 Kentucky Hospital Association's Award of Excellence; and

WHEREAS, Doug Borders, during his professional healthcare career, has exemplified the dedication, professionalism, and high standards that all in the healthcare community seek to achieve; and

WHEREAS, Doug Borders will be retiring as Chief Executive Officer of the Kentucky-Indiana region of Catholic Healthcare Partners on March 1, 2005;
