BR 1120 amends KRS Chapter 344 to include a prohibition on discrimination because of sexual orientation and gender identity.

FISCAL EXPLANATION/BILL PROVISIONS
ESTIMATED COST

The fiscal impact of BR 1120 on local governments is expected to be minimal. Local governments would need to make the appropriate changes to personnel policies, and possibly send out notices to local employers, resulting in some administrative costs. Local governments would also need to amend the appropriate local ordinances to include the provisions of the measure. The fiscal impact would include the time and expense or reviewing existing ordinances, drafting and advertising the amended ordinance, placing the ordinance on the business docket for first, second, and final action, and printing a revised list of ordinances.
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
