Text of Legislation:  

Amend and repeal various sections of the Kentucky Revised Statutes relating to the former Justice Cabinet, which is renamed Justice and Public Safety Cabinet; create Office of Drug Control Policy in Justice Cabinet; eliminate the Kentucky Alcohol and Substance Abuse Program; transfer Division of Motor Vehicle Enforcement in the Transportation Cabinet to the new cabinet; make other changes required; confirm Executive Order 2004-730, dated July 9, 2004, and Executive Order 2004-994, dated September 8, 2004.

Summary Impact -- Indicate affected service levels, workloads, staff and program areas (describe any coordination issues with other state/external agencies or groups): 

The Department of Corrections concurs with the changes in the HCS that relate to the Department structure and the Corrections Commission. As the HCS pertains to not holding of federal peace officer powers the Department of Corrections does not concur.  The ability of officers to hold federal peace officer powers is cornerstone for our participation in federal fugitive task force, where participating agencies operate nation wide in the investigation and apprehension of violent offenders.  Officers from the Commonwealth are often called upon to pursue fugitives into other jurisdictions.  Since participating in the fugitive taskforce in September 38 fugitives  wanted by probation and parole who have been captured.
