WHEREAS, Harold R. Johnson was the loving son of the late Shelly B. and Verna Belcher Johnson; he was the devoted husband of 50 years to Christine Cobbs Johnson; he was the loving father of two daughters, Joy Johnson of Morehead and Verna Sharp of Flatwoods; he was the proud grandfather of two grandchildren, Krista Cahall and Phillip Sharp; and he was the proud great-grandfather of two great-grandchildren, Emerson Cahall and Ethan Sharp; and he also leaves behind a loving brother, Earl Scott Johnson of Louisville; and
