AN ACT relating to off-duty employees of the Department of Parks.


Amend KRS 148.021 and 148.026 to prohibit the commissioner of the Department of Parks from directing or enforcing any policy restricting the use of the state park lodging, campground, or any of its facilities by any off duty employee.

AN ACT relating to employee benefits, making an appropriation therefor, and declaring an emergency.


Create a new section of KRS Chapter 18A to establish a health reimbursement account for state employees and school board employees participating in the state health insurance and set the annual employer contribution for 2006 at $600; amend KRS 18A.225, relating to the state health insurance plan, to require a reduction in the employee coinsurance for retail prescription drugs; raise the cost-of-living increase for retired teachers to 2.3% retroactive to July 1, 2004, and raise the cost-of-living increase effective July 1, 2005, to 2.2%; increase salaries for full-time state employees and local school board employees by $600 January 1, 2005; make appropriations from the General Fund to fund the salary increase and health reimbursement accounts; EMERGENCY.

AN ACT relating to special license plates.


Create a new section of KRS Chapter 186, relating to the registration and licensing of motor vehicles, to create a special license plate for the Kentucky Colonels; require the group to obtain a minimum 900 applications along with a $25 state fee for each application before the Transportation Cabinet is required to print the plate; provide that if the 900 applications are not submitted to the cabinet within a year of the effective date of the Act, the provisions creating the special plate are automatically repealed; require membership in the Honorable Order of the Kentucky Colonels to be eligible for the plate; establish a renewal fee of $15; permit initial applicants and persons renewing their registration to make a voluntary $10 contribution that will be sent to the Kentucky Colonels to be used to provide grants to charitable and educational organizations; require the Kentucky Colonels to pay to annually audit the funds received from the sale of the license plate and submit the audit to the Transportation Cabinet.

AN ACT relating to waiver of employee health benefits, making an appropriation therefor, and declaring an emergency.


Amend KRS 18A.225 to direct that each employee in the state employee health insurance program shall have the option to waive coverage and receive a contribution of no less than $220 per month to deposit in a health care flexible spending account; make appropriation from the general fund to fund the health care flexible spending accounts for employees who waive coverage; EMERGENCY.

SB 8 (BR 4) - D. Boswell


AN ACT proposing to create a new section of the Constitution of Kentucky and amend Section 226 of the Constitution of Kentucky, relating to casinos.


Propose a new section of the Constitution of Kentucky relating to casinos; allow the General Assembly to permit the operation of casinos, which may include casinos at horse racing tracks; provide, if General Assembly authorizes casino gaming, for agency of state government to be created to regulate casinos by special law notwithstanding Section 59 or 60 of the Constitution, establish qualifications of individuals and entities authorized to operate casinos, limit number and location of casinos, define types of lotteries, gift enterprises and gambling games to be permitted, provide for other standards to ensure honest operation of casinos; define casino and casino-style gaming; restrict operation of casinos until the state agency shall have first approved the conduct of casinos and the governing body of the county, urban-county, charter county, or consolidated local government has approved the operation; propose to amend Section 226 of the Kentucky Constitution to provide that the new section is an exception to the prohibition against lotteries and gift enterprises; submit to voters; provide ballot language.

SB 9/LM/CI (BR 5) - D. Boswell


AN ACT relating to gaming and making an appropriation therefor.


Establish KRS Chapter 239 to authorize gambling at horse racing tracks and casinos; create numerous definitions; create the Kentucky Gaming commission; establish the duties and responsibilities of the commission; require the commission to determine the occupations related to casino gaming and the qualifications for an occupational license; establish the application procedures for a casino, racing association gaming, manufacturer's, and supplier's license; establish the requirements and qualifications for all gaming-related licenses; prohibit a licensee from transferring or assigning the license without prior commission approval; permit a licensee to conduct gaming operations from a temporary facility under certain conditions; require racing association licensees to make certain requests to the Kentucky Horse Racing Authority regarding the number of racing days the licensee will have scheduled during a year; create an exemption to allow facilities development for gaming activities regarding zoning; provide that other zoning and building codes still apply; establish the position and the duties of the executive director of the commission; establish that certain job classifications are to be established by agreement of the parties to a collective bargaining agreement; require that before a gaming license is issued, the governing body in the jurisdiction where gaming operations are proposed must first enact an ordinance to permit casino gaming; require a gaming licensee to post bond and to maintain specific types of insurance; limit the number of gaming licenses to five racing association gaming licenses and four casino licenses; establish criteria for gaming operation locations; require certain information from applicants seeking a gaming license; establish the fees for applications, licensure, and renewal for all licenses; create the Kentucky gaming fund, the Kentucky municipal public safety fund, the Kentucky county public safety fund, the Kentucky horse racing equity fund, and the Kentucky thoroughbred claiming fund; require that certain amounts of the gaming fund support administrative operations of the commission, and other amounts from the gaming fund be dispersed to the Kentucky compulsive gamblers assistance fund, the Department of Education, the Council on Postsecondary Education, the Cabinet for Health Services for health care services for certain indigent Kentuckians and for a prescription drug program for senior citizens, the Kentucky county public safety fund, capital construction, sewer and water projects administered under the Kentucky Infrastructure Authority, the Kentucky veterans trust fund, the state road fund, the budget reserve trust fund, and the equine industry program trust and revolving fund; establish the disbursement of funds to the Kentucky municipal public safety fund and the Kentucky county public safety fund; establish the disbursement of funds to the Kentucky horse racing industry; prohibit licensure of certain people under specific circumstances; establish the expenditure of moneys from the municipal public safety fund and the county public safety fund; establish a wagering tax at a rate of 35% of adjusted gross receipts received and reported monthly by the licensee obliged to pay the tax; establish the terms of all licenses regarding gaming operations; require the commission to promulgate administrative regulations to prescribe procedures for gaming licensees regarding the effective control over their internal fiscal affairs; require periodic financial reports from gaming licensees; require annual audits of the financial statements of gaming licensees; define and limit gambling games and devices; address how money deposited into the compulsive gamblers assistance fund will be expended; require the State Auditor to perform an annual audit of the commission; require gaming licensees to compile a list of persons to exclude or reject from licensed gaming establishments; require the commission to notify a person placed on an exclusion or ejection list; permit the commission to take disciplinary action if a gaming licensee knowingly fails to exclude or eject a person on the list; establish penalties for persons placed on the list who enter premises of a licensed gaming establishment; provide that the transport of gambling equipment and supplies into the state will not be a violation of federal laws; define the term "cheat" and establish penalties for persons who cheat; create the compulsive gamblers assistance fund; establish how expenditures from the compulsive gamblers assistance fund will be utilized; require the commission to prepare an annual report detailing activities and expenditures of the compulsive gamblers assistance fund; encourage gaming licensees to cooperate with local business and community organizations to stimulate the economy through tourism; require gaming licensees to pay the salaries of certain commission employees; require gaming licensees to make office space available for certain commission employees; prohibit a person under 21 from placing a wager or being in an area where gambling games are in operation; establish that commission members, the executive director, and commission employees are subject to the executive branch code of ethics; limit the administrative fine to $50,000 per offense; establish that administrative review under KRS Chapter 13B is available for persons aggrieved by an action by the commission; create a new section of KRS Chapter 131 to attach the commission to the Revenue Cabinet for administrative purposes; create a new section of KRS Chapter 242 to permit a local option election in certain areas for the limited sale of alcoholic beverages at tracks and casinos in the territory; amend KRS 243.030 to establish a $7,500 annual license fee for a casino entertainment license and a racing association casino entertainment license; amend KRS 243.040 to establish a $3,500 annual license fee for a casino entertainment license and a racing association casino entertainment license; amend KRS 243.500, 243.505, 525.090, 528.010, 528.100, 15.380 to conform; include a severability clause; include rules to follow for actions brought for declaratory or injunctive relief regarding constitutionality of this Act; and include language that this Act is void if the voters fail to approve a constitutional amendment permitting the General Assembly to authorize casinos.

Amend KRS 309.0813, 309.1315, 319.032, 335.070, 335.320, and 335.615 to require criminal background checks as a condition for certification or licensure for alcohol and drug counselors, art therapists, psychologists, social workers, marriage and family therapists, professional counselors, and fee-based pastoral counselors who apply after the effective date of this Act; require fees to be nonrefundable, cost no more than the investigations, and be paid by the applicant.

AN ACT relating to levy and recall of taxes.


Amend KRS 132.017 to clarify language, remove the requirement that petitions be organized by precinct, set forth the information that must be included on a petition, add notification procedures and timelines for determination of the validity of the petition, provide for advertisement of the filing of the petition if the petitioners pay for advertisement at the time the petition is filed and establish a time frame within which a county clerk's certification may be challenged; amend KRS 132.100 to delete provisions relating to precinct requirements for petitions and to set forth the requirements for a petition; amend KRS 160.485 to clarify language, remove the requirement that petitions be organized by precinct, set forth the information that must be included on a petition, change the time in which a petition must be filed from 30 to 45 days, provide for advertisement of the filing of the petition if the petitioners pay for advertisement at the time the petition is filed, establish a time frame within which a county clerk's certification may be challenged, and add notification procedures and timelines for determination of the validity of the petition; amend KRS 160.597 to clarify language, remove the requirement that petitions be organized by precinct, set forth the information that must be included on a petition, change the time in which a petition must be filed from 30 days to 45 days, provide for advertisement of the filing of the petition if the petitioners pay for advertisement at the time the petition is filed, establish a time frame within which a county clerk's certification may be challenged, and add notification procedures and timelines for determination of the validity of the petition; amend KRS 132.018 to conform; provide that the Act shall apply to orders, ordinances, resolutions or motions passed after July 15, 2005.

AN ACT relating to the Support Education Excellence in Kentucky program.


Amend KRS 157.360 to require the Kentucky Department of Education for the 2005-2006 school year to establish a hold harmless per pupil funding value for each school district using 1995-1996 data as a base; thereafter, require an annual adjustment to the hold harmless value equal to the percentage increase of the base funding level in the program for support education excellence in Kentucky (SEEK), as determined in the biennial budget for the affected school year.

Create various new sections of KRS Chapter 311 to define terms; authorize radiology practitioner assistants and radiology assistants to provide radiological assistance under the supervision of a physician; prohibit a radiology practitioner assistant and radiology assistant from interpreting radiological images, making diagnoses, or prescribing medication or therapies; authorize the Kentucky Board of Medical Licensure to promulgate administrative regulations to establish radiology practitioner assistant and radiology assistant certification requirements and procedures, standards, scope of practice, coursework, code of conduct, fees, and fines for violations; establish a seven member Radiology Practitioner Assistant and Radiology Assistant Advisory Committee; amend KRS 311.990 to establish a Class A misdemeanor for an person who falsely represents himself or herself as a radiology practitioner assistant or radiology assistant.

AN ACT relating to adoption.


Create a new section of KRS Chapter 199 to allow a final adoption certified by the United States Secretary of State pursuant to the Intercountry Adoption Act of 2000 to be recognized as a final valid adoption in this Commonwealth; provide that in all other cases of an adoption from a foreign nation that a person may file a petition in the Circuit Court in the county of his or her residence for an order to the registrar of vital statistics for the issuance of a Kentucky birth certificate to a child adopted in the foreign nation; specify documents to accompany the petition; provide the Administrative Office of the Courts may devise a simple form to be used as the petition; provide that no other additional paperwork, home evaluations, or other administrative procedures shall be required; and amend KRS 199.470 to expand the persons to whom a child may be adopted without approval of the cabinet secretary to include a blood relative or a de facto custodian.

SB 16 - AMENDMENTS


HCS - Replace original provisions and amend KRS 199.470 to permit a court to order a home study in a relative adoption; amend KRS 199.473 to specify that a home study of a proposed adoptive home be conducted prior to approval of the application for adoption; require home study to be conducted in accordance with administrative regulations; require the cabinet to conduct the home study for families whose income is less than 250% of the federal poverty level unless the applicant requests the study performed by a child-placing agency and require the cabinet to provide information on licensed child-placing agencies to applicants whose income is more than 250% of the poverty level; require a petition for temporary custody and a notice of intent to adopt to be filed with the court when temporary custody is sought prior to the secretary's ruling on an application for adoption and require notice to the cabinet; require a hearing on the petition within 72 hours; require records to be incorporated into the adoption file; require a hearing on the status and custody of the child if the adoption is not finalized within 6 months of the hearing on temporary custody; prohibit temporary custody prior to the secretary's ruling on adoption application until the court has reviewed a criminal records check on the applicant and require the background to be part of the adoptive home study; require the cabinet to petition court for review when a child is placed in a home without the court's review of the background check or without permission of the cabinet secretary; increase the adoption application fee paid to the cabinet from $150 to $200; make technical changes; add new sections to require Kentucky courts to recognize a final order of adoption from a foreign country; require the secretary of the Cabinet for Families and Children to issue a certified notice that the adoption is registered in Kentucky and to maintain adoption records; require state adoption procedures for a child born outside the United States who does not qualify for United States citizenship upon entry into the United States; amend KRS 199.470 to add international adoptions to adoptions that do not require approval of the cabinet secretary.

Amend KRS 309.350 to change definition for practice of massage therapy; amend KRS 309.353 to delete language regarding unlawful providers of massage therapy; amend KRS 309.355 to delete language regarding board's authority to issue civil and criminal penalties; amend KRS 309.363 to delete language allowing institutions and business entities to apply to the board for massage therapy program of instruction certification; add language to allow "any person" to apply; delete language requiring the Kentucky State Board for Proprietary Education to license a massage therapy program; repeal KRS 309.360 regarding licenses issued prior to June 24, 2005.

establish application process for proposed groups that would require a nonrefundable $600 filing fee with each application and require submission of enabling or organizational documents along with a description of the group, copies of security and fidelity bonds, financial statements indicating a combined net worth for the group of at least $10 million, except for governmental entities, proposed schedule of rates, copies of joint and several liability agreements, managed care plans, names and terms of the board of trustees, example of policies for excess insurance, a feasibility study, and a three-year financial projection for the group; prohibit the premium of one member from exceeding 20% of the total estimated premium, except that the premium of one member of a governmental entity group may not exceed 60% of the estimated total premium of the group; require a first year minimum premium of $1 million for the group with a 25% initial deposit; require the commissioner to base certification on the financial strength of the group, the experience of the administrators, and an initial and ongoing surplus of not less than $1 million; require that a certificate of filing issued by the commissioner  remain in effect until revoked or suspended by the commissioner, or terminated at the request of the group subject to approval of the commissioner; permit one group to merge with another group; require trustees, administrators, fiscal agents and service organizations to provide fidelity bonds; permit use of fidelity blanket bond in lieu of separate bonds; require the trustees to provide security deposits of not less than $250,000, 10% of the reserve requirement, or 10% of the annual premium, whichever is greater; authorize commissioner to require additional security; permit trustees to file cash, cash equivalents, letters of credit, or U.S. Treasuries as security deposits; establish mechanism permitting release of deposits under certain conditions and approval of the commissioner; require the commissioner to designate acceptable banks or trust companies; require a group member to pay 25% of  estimated premium prior to beginning of the self-insurance year; restrict disbursements from a group fund except for workers' compensation purposes; require prior approval of dividend payments and plans; authorize trustees to invest surplus funds in listed approved investments; require multiple reports annually, including statement of financial condition, copies of bonds, deposits, letters of credit, enabling or organizational documents; direct commissioner to conduct financial examination of each self-insured group every four years; designate the Secretary of State to receive service of legal process for actions against a group; require appointment of board of trustees to operate each group and establish qualifications and duties; permit trustees to contract with an administrator, service organization and fiscal agent; prohibit trustees from having an interest in a service organization; require service organization or its employees to be licensed if license is required; exempt groups from requirement to appoint agents; require a member of a group to enter into an indemnity and joint and several liability agreement as a condition of membership; direct that each group be considered an individual employer for purposes of taxation; establish reasons for nonrenewal, cancellation or expulsion of a group member including adverse claims experience, failure to cooperate with safety and loss prevention policies, failure to report payroll, and failure to make timely payments of premium; permit a member to withdraw from group with sixty days advance notice; require the commissioner to report fraudulent behavior; require a group and each member to pay all workers' compensation benefits owed, including assessments, despite withdrawal, dissolution, or bankruptcy; prohibit an employer from being accepted as a group member unless the employer has a net worth two times its estimated premium or pays full premium in advance; establish method for dissolution of a group subject to approval of the commissioner; require each group to establish a conflict of interest policy; direct that rates and forms be filed for prior approval of the commissioner; apply rating standards contained in Subtitle 13 of KRS 304 to rate filings of groups; require each group to establish payment plans for premiums and assessment subject to prior approval of the commissioner; unless granted a waiver, require each group to purchase aggregate excess insurance as prescribed in administrative regulations; require trustees to purchase specific excess insurance with a limit of at least $25 million per occurrence; authorize discounting of reserves under certain conditions and if not disapproved by the commissioner; direct disclosure on evidences of coverage that group is not covered by the Kentucky Insurance Guaranty Association and that members will be assessed in the event of insolvency; establish mechanism for resolving impairment(fund balance of less than $1 million) or deficiency of a group self-insurance fund; require that deficiency shall be corrected from surplus funds or a plan approved by the commissioner, including assessments; require the commissioner to place a group into delinquency proceedings in accordance with Subtitle 33 of KRS Chapter 304 for failure to correct a deficiency; establish mechanism for suspension or revocation of certificate of filing, including authorization for commissioner to impose a $10,000 fine for certain offenses; authorize commissioner to suspend or revoke certificate of filing without hearing or advance notice if receivership, conservatorship, or rehabilitation proceedings are initiated against a group; prohibit any provision of Subtitle 15 or administrative regulations to require any governmental entity group to violate the Kentucky constitution; prohibit any provision of Subtitle 15 or administrative regulations to diminish the obligation of the group to comply with KRS Chapter 342; create new sections of Subtitle 40 of KRS Chapter 304 to create the Kentucky Health Care Providers' Mutual Insurance Authority to provide medical malpractice insurance to health care providers; provide that the authority is a nonprofit, independent, self-supporting de jure municipal corporation and political subdivision of the Commonwealth; provide for a board of directors which shall function in a manner similar to the governing body of a mutual insurance company; direct the board to hire a manager who shall have proven successful experience for a period of at least five years as an executive at the general management level in insurance operations or in the management of a state fund for medical malpractice; establish powers and duties of the manager; require the authority to provide medical malpractice insurance to any health care provider who pays the premium and complies with any other qualifications and conditions adopted by the authority; require the authority to provide coverage to any health care provider who is unable to secure coverage in the voluntary market unless the provider owes undisputed premiums to a previous medical malpractice carrier or to a medical malpractice residual market mechanism; direct the authority to establish separate rating plans, rates, and underwriting standards for different classes of risks; require rates to be based only on Kentucky experience; authorize the board to declare an annual dividend and distribute it in the form of premium discounts, dividends, or a combination of discounts and dividends if certain conditions are met; require a quarterly report of assets and liabilities to be provided to the board, the Governor, and the Legislative Research Commission; require the board to file an annual report indicating the business done in the previous year and deliver the report to the Governor, commissioner of the Department of Insurance, Auditor of Public Accounts, Attorney General, and co-chairs of the Legislative Research Commission; prohibit the authority from entering into a contract for an audit unless the Auditor of Public Accounts has turned down a request to perform the audit; provide that if the assets of the authority are less than its liabilities, the board may levy an assessment on its policyholders; require the board to formulate and adopt an investment policy; require the manager to compile and maintain statistical and actuarial data; prohibit the authority from receiving any direct state general fund appropriation; provide that upon request of the board, the Governor and the secretary of the Finance and Administration Cabinet may determine additional initial funding which may include a loan from an existing state agencies not to exceed seven million dollars ($7,000,000); authorize the issuance of revenue bonds not to exceed forty million dollars ($40,000,000) upon approval of the secretary of the Finance and Administration Cabinet; provide that the authority may utilize only agents duly and legally licensed and in good standing with the provisions of this chapter; exempt board members, the manager, and any employee from being held personally liable for acts taken in official capacity; require the board, manager, and employees to comply with the Executive Branch Code of Ethics; prohibit the authority from participating in any plan, pool, association, guarantee, or insolvency fund required by this chapter; require the board to comply with the open meetings and open records laws; direct the Attorney General and the Auditor of Public Accounts to monitor operations of the authority and authorize each to make examinations or investigations of the operations, practices, management, and other matters of the authority; require the Attorney General and the Auditor of Public Accounts to report jointly to the General Assembly in January in each even-numbered year in which the General Assembly convenes in a regular session the results of their monitoring activities; create new sections of KRS Chapter 454 to require a plaintiff alleging malpractice against a health care provider to serve upon the defendant an affidavit stating that the facts of the case have been reviewed by plaintiff's attorney with an expert and it is the opinion of the expert that one or more defendants deviated from the applicable standard of care and caused injury to the plaintiff; create new sections of KRS 216B to create a patient safety center within the Cabinet for Health Services or the Cabinet for Public Health; require as a condition of licensure that every hospital and ambulatory surgical center establish a process for identifying and managing sentinel events; provide that hospitals and ambulatory surgery centers accredited by the Joint Commission on Accreditation of Healthcare Organizations shall be in compliance if they comply with joint commission standards for sentinel events; require the cabinet to analyze the root cause for each sentinel event directly reported to the center and provide evidence-based recommendations to the facility reporting the event; require the cabinet to annually obtain from the joint commission a nonidentifiable report summarizing the number and type of sentinel events and types of root causes reported to it by Kentucky facilities; require every hospital to establish a patient safety program as a condition of licensure; and amend KRS 311.377 to provide that certain information is confidential and cannot be used in a civil action alleging negligent credentialing.

set conditions for suspension or revocation of electronic gaming device (EGD) operator licenses under this chapter; prohibit the transfer of licenses without the approval of the Lottery Corporation; require that gaming devices only be acquired from licensed manufacturers or distributors; include training of all licensees and personnel, and set requirements for training components; authorize EGD operators to determine the number of machines and hours of operation; allow the Lottery Corporation and the Racing Authority access to all records of the EGD operator; require EGD operator to file change of officers or directors and give the Lottery Corporation 30 days to approve; require EGD operator to provide tax returns to the Lottery Corporation; set forth stringent internal controls to be adopted by EGD operators; allow licensing of EGD employees by both the Lottery Corporation and the Racing Authority, but require that parties seek to adopt a single employee license under the control of the Racing Authority; authorize a fee for the single license; require the authority to provide coverage to any health care provider who is unable to secure coverage in the voluntary market unless the provider owes undisputed premiums to a previous medical malpractice carrier or to a medical malpractice residual market mechanism; direct the authority to establish separate rating plans, rates, and underwriting standards for different classes of risks; require rates to be based only on Kentucky experience; authorize the board to declare an annual dividend and distribute it in the form of premium discounts, dividends, or a combination of discounts and dividends if certain conditions are met; require a quarterly report of assets and liabilities to be provided to the board, the Governor, and the Legislative Research Commission; require the board to file an annual report indicating the business done in the previous year and deliver the report to the Governor, commissioner of the Department of Insurance, Auditor of Public Accounts, Attorney General, and co-chairs of the Legislative Research Commission; prohibit the authority from entering into a contract for an audit unless the Auditor of Public Accounts has turned down a request to perform the audit; provide that if the assets of the authority are less than its liabilities, the board may levy an assessment on its policyholders; require the board to formulate and adopt an investment policy; require the manager to compile and maintain statistical and actuarial data; prohibit the authority from receiving any direct state general fund appropriation; provide that upon request of the board, the Governor and the secretary of the Finance and Administration Cabinet may determine additional initial funding which may include a loan from an existing state agency not to exceed $7,000,000; authorize the issuance of revenue bonds not to exceed $40,000,000 upon approval of the secretary of the Finance and Administration Cabinet; provide that the authority may utilize only agents duly and legally licensed and in good standing; exempt board members, the manager, and any employee from being held personally liable for acts taken in official capacity; require the board, manager, and employees to comply with the Executive Branch Code of Ethics; prohibit the authority from participating in a plan, pool, association, guarantee, or insolvency fund; require the board to comply with the open meetings and open records laws; direct the Attorney General and the Auditor of Public Accounts to monitor operations of the authority and authorize each to make examinations or investigations of the operations, practices, management, and other matters of the authority; require the Attorney General and the Auditor of Public Accounts to report jointly to the General Assembly in January in each even-numbered year in which the General Assembly convenes in a regular session the results of their monitoring activities; create new sections of KRS Chapter 411 to establish medical malpractice screening panels; permit a party to an action for medical malpractice to file a memorandum with the Circuit Court requesting that a medical malpractice screening panel be convened;
