PURPOSE/MECHANICS

Section 16 of SB 45 GA amends KRS 15.440 to impose an additional eligibility requirement for local units of government receiving funds from the Kentucky Law Enforcement Foundation Program Fund (KLEFPF).  The KLEFPF provides pay incentives to municipal and county police officers whose agencies adopt the KLEFPF standards and send all full-time police officers for training.  SB 45 GA would require the law enforcement agencies to have a written policy and procedures manual related to domestic violence that meets the standards set forth by the Justice and Public Safety Cabinet, and has been approved by the Cabinet.

Section 8 of SB 45 GA newly requires the state Office of Drug Control Policy to "review, approve, and coordinate all current projects of any substance abuse program which is conducted by or receives funding through agencies of the executive branch."  The ODCP oversight  extends to all substance abuse programs "principally related to the prevention or treatment, or otherwise targeted at the reduction, of substance abuse in the Commonwealth."  The ODCP is to promulgate administrative regulations "consistent with enforcing this oversight authority."

FISCAL EXPLANATION/BILL PROVISIONS
ESTIMATED COST

There will be no immediate fiscal impact on local government resulting from SB 45 GA.  

The process of developing a written policy and procedures manual as required under Section 16  would normally involve both staff time and publication expenses.  Staff time would also be required to train personnel in the policy and procedures.  However, the Justice Cabinet advises that all current Kentucky Law Enforcement Foundation Program Fund (KLEFPF) recipients already have a domestic violence policy in place due to past funding requirements.  Therefore, no police departments would be required to develop or produce additional policies or procedures, and, thus, there would be no fiscal impact.  The additional eligibility requirement would affect any future applicants for Kentucky Law Enforcement Foundation Program Funds that do not have a domestic violence policy and procedures manual.  

Whether or not the provisions of Section 8 will have an impact on substance abuse program funds received by local governments  has not been determined.
