PURPOSE/MECHANICS

HB 182 requires each local emergency medical services system, or emergency communications or vehicle dispatch center, to report each July 1 to the Kentucky Board of Emergency Medical Services on the location and type of Automated External Defibrillator (AED)
 in its jurisdiction. (Currently, under KRS 311.667, persons or agencies acquiring an AED have a duty to notify an agent of the local emergency medical services office, or the local emergency communications or vehicle dispatch center of the existence, location, and type of AED acquired.)
HB 182 requires, by January 1, 2007, municipalities or other local government units owning or operating "physical fitness facilities" that employ an individual to provide physical fitness supervision, instruction, training, or assistance to facility users to have at least:

One AED on the premises; and

One trained AED user on site at any time the facility is in use. 

The term "physical fitness facility" includes "any other public.....indoor establishment that provides services or facilities focusing on cardiovascular exertion". Excluded from the definition are physical fitness facilities "serving less than a total of 100 individuals", and facilities that do not employ an individual to provide supervision of, instruction, training, or assistance to persons using the facility.

HB 182 allows the Cabinet for Health and Family Services, with consultation by the Kentucky Board of Emergency Medical Services, to promulgate administrative regulations to require:

Physical fitness facilities to have more than one AED on the premises based on the facility's number of buildings or floors, and number of facility users;

Coordination among physical fitness facilities and local emergency medical services;

Inspection following an alleged violation; and

Physical fitness facilities failing to have an AED on the premises or one trained AED user on site at any time the facility is in use would be:

Required to provide a written "corrective action plan" in response a written warning;

Subject to a fine of $1,500 to $3,000 for a second violation;

All fines collected are to be deposited into the Cabinet's agency funds and are appropriated under the measure for use in administering KRS 311.665 to 311.669. 

FISCAL EXPLANATION/BILL PROVISIONS
ESTIMATED COST

The fiscal impact of HB 182 on local governments could be minimal to moderate, depending upon whether or not the municipality or other local government unit owns or operates a "physical fitness facility" as defined under the measure, whether or not the facility is serving more than a total of 100 individuals, and whether or not the facility employs an individual to provide supervision of, instruction, training, or assistance to persons using the facility. 

Any municipality or other unit of local government owning or operating a physical fitness facility could experience increased administrative expenses if they do not presently have an Automated External Defibrillator (AED) on the premises, and a trained AED user on site when the facility is in use. 

It is not known how many cities or local government units might be impacted by the measure. Data is not routinely collected as to the locale, number, and description of physical fitness facilities owned or operated by local governments, the number of users of the facilities, whether or not the staff of the facilities are trained in AED use, whether or not each facility has an AED on the premises, and which fitness facilities have paid staff to provide supervision, instruction, training, or assistance in physical fitness activities. 

An example of the involvement of a local government in physical fitness services would be the Lexington-Fayette Urban-County Government, which operates at least six community centers located in buildings owned by LFUCG and which contain a gym with equipment (weights and treadmills) and services (karate, yoga, aerobics, dance lessons) offered throughout the day. In some cities, public buildings may contain physical fitness facilities used or shared by peace officers and firefighters. 

Local government units not in compliance with the measure's requirements could also incur increased administrative expenses if additional personnel or staff time is required for preparation of any corrective plan or payment of civil monetary penalties. (Sections 3 and 4)

For those local governments with a public Emergency Medical Services system, increased administrative expenses would be incurred if additional personnel or overtime pay is required for the collection, compilation and reporting on the location and type of AEDs within the system's jurisdiction. (Section 2)

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�An AED, a device costing about $2,300, and about the size of a laptop computer, analyzes the heart's rhythm for any abnormalities and, if necessary, directs the rescuer to deliver an electrical shock to the victim to help the heart reestablish proper rhythm.
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
