PURPOSE/MECHANICS  

HB 347 creates a new section of KRS Chapter 311 to prohibit nontherapeutic research that destroys a human embryo or subjects a human embryo to a substantial risk of injury or death, and prohibits using cells or tissues for research when the person knew that the cells were obtained by performing nontherapeutic research. The measure also prohibits shipment of embryos to another person for nontherapeutic research.

FISCAL EXPLANATION/BILL PROVISIONS
ESTIMATED COST

The fiscal impact of HB 347 on local governments is expected to be minimal. Persons found in violation of the measure are subject to a civil penalty of not less than $250,000 and not more than $500,000. Local law enforcement may be called upon to deliver the citation to the charged party. This could result in some expense for local law enforcement agencies.

The number of cases constituting a crime under HB 237 is expected to be small, therefore, the costs borne by local governments would be minimal.
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
