AN ACT proposing to create a new section of the Constitution of Kentucky and amend Section 226 of the Constitution of Kentucky, relating to casinos.


Propose a new section of the Constitution of Kentucky relating to casinos; allow the General Assembly to permit the operation of casinos, which may include casinos at horse racing tracks; provide, if General Assembly authorizes casino gaming, for agency of state government to be created to regulate casinos by special law notwithstanding Section 59 or 60 of the Constitution, establish qualifications of individuals and entities authorized to operate casinos, limit number and location of casinos, define types of lotteries, gift enterprises and gambling games to be permitted, provide for other standards to ensure honest operation of casinos; define casino and casino-style gaming; restrict operation of casinos until the state agency shall have first approved the conduct of casinos and the governing body of the county, urban-county, charter county, or consolidated local government has approved the operation; propose to amend Section 226 of the Kentucky Constitution to provide that the new section is an exception to the prohibition against lotteries and gift enterprises; submit to voters; provide ballot language.

AN ACT relating to gaming and making an appropriation therefor.


Establish KRS Chapter 239 to authorize gambling at horse racing tracks and casinos; create numerous definitions; create the Kentucky Gaming Commission; establish the duties and responsibilities of the commission; require the commission to determine the occupations related to casino gaming and the qualifications for an occupational license; establish the application procedures for a casino, racing association gaming, manufacturer's, and supplier's license; establish the requirements and qualifications for all gaming-related licenses; prohibit a licensee from transferring or assigning the license without prior commission approval; permit a licensee to conduct gaming operations from a temporary facility under certain conditions; require racing association licensees to make certain requests to the Kentucky Horse Racing Authority regarding the number of racing days the licensee will have scheduled during a year; create an exemption to allow facilities development for gaming activities regarding zoning; provide that other zoning and building codes still apply; establish the position and the duties of the executive director of the commission; establish that certain job classifications are to be established by agreement of the parties to a collective bargaining agreement; require that before a gaming license is issued, the governing body in the jurisdiction where gaming operations are proposed must first enact an ordinance to permit casino gaming; require a gaming licensee to post bond and to maintain specific types of insurance; limit the number of gaming licenses to five racing association gaming licenses and four casino licenses; establish criteria for gaming operation locations; require certain information from applicants seeking a gaming license; establish the fees for applications, licensure, and renewal for all licenses; create the Kentucky gaming fund, the Kentucky municipal public safety fund, the Kentucky county public safety fund, the Kentucky horse racing equity fund, and the Kentucky thoroughbred claiming fund; require that certain amounts of the gaming fund support administrative operations of the commission, and other amounts from the gaming fund be dispersed to the Kentucky compulsive gamblers assistance fund, the Department of Education, the Council on Postsecondary Education, the Cabinet for Health and Family Services for health care services for certain indigent Kentuckians and for a prescription drug program for senior citizens, the Kentucky county public safety fund, capital construction, sewer and water projects administered under the Kentucky Infrastructure Authority, the Kentucky veterans trust fund, the state road fund, the budget reserve trust fund, and the equine industry program trust and revolving fund; establish the disbursement of funds to the Kentucky municipal public safety fund and the Kentucky county public safety fund; establish the disbursement of funds to the Kentucky horse racing industry; prohibit licensure of certain people under specific circumstances; establish the expenditure of moneys from the municipal public safety fund and the county public safety fund; establish a wagering tax at a rate of 35% of adjusted gross receipts received and reported monthly by the licensee obliged to pay the tax; establish the terms of all licenses regarding gaming operations; require the commission to promulgate administrative regulations to prescribe procedures for gaming licensees regarding the effective control over their internal fiscal affairs; require periodic financial reports from gaming licensees; require annual audits of the financial statements of gaming licensees; define and limit gambling games and devices; address how money deposited into the compulsive gamblers assistance fund will be expended; require the State Auditor to perform an annual audit of the commission; require gaming licensees to compile a list of persons to exclude or reject from licensed gaming establishments; require the commission to notify a person placed on an exclusion or ejection list; permit the commission to take disciplinary action if a gaming licensee knowingly fails to exclude or eject a person on the list; establish penalties for persons placed on the list who enter premises of a licensed gaming establishment; provide that the transport of gambling equipment and supplies into the state will not be a violation of federal laws; define the term "cheat" and establish penalties for persons who cheat; create the compulsive gamblers assistance fund; establish how expenditures from the compulsive gamblers assistance fund will be utilized; require the commission to prepare an annual report detailing activities and expenditures of the compulsive gamblers assistance fund; encourage gaming licensees to cooperate with local business and community organizations to stimulate the economy through tourism; require gaming licensees to pay the salaries of certain commission employees; require gaming licensees to make office space available for certain commission employees; prohibit a person under 21 from placing a wager or being in an area where gambling games are in operation; establish that commission members, the executive director, and commission employees are subject to the executive branch code of ethics; limit the administrative fine to $50,000 per offense; establish that administrative review under KRS Chapter 13B is available for persons aggrieved by an action by the commission; create a new section of KRS Chapter 131 to attach the commission to the Department of Revenue for administrative purposes; create a new section of KRS Chapter 242 to permit a local option election in certain areas for the limited sale of alcoholic beverages at tracks and casinos in the territory; amend KRS 243.030 to establish a $7,500 annual license fee for a casino entertainment license and a racing association casino entertainment license; amend KRS 243.040 to establish a $3,500 annual license fee for a casino entertainment license and a racing association casino entertainment license; amend KRS 243.500, 243.505, 525.090, 528.010, 528.100, 15.380 to conform; include a severability clause; Include language that this Act is void if the voters fail to approve a constitutional amendment permitting the General Assembly to authorize casinos.

AN ACT relating to human trafficking.


Create a new section of KRS Chapter 509 to define the crime of human trafficking and punish it as a Class B felony.

SB 11 - AMENDMENTS


HCS/LM/CI - Amend Section 1 to remove family members as potential trafficking victims; provide that offense occurs only when two or more persons are trafficked; insert new provision creating a new section of KRS Chapter 411 to allow a victim of identity theft to obtain a court judgment authenticating that status.

SB 12/CI (BR 162) - K. Stine, R. Roeding, D. Thayer, E. Tori, J. Westwood


AN ACT relating to unlawful possession of a weapon on school property.


Amend KRS 527.070 to require signs to be posted at all public entrances to school buildings, sports arenas, gymnasiums, stadiums, and cafeterias, at unenclosed corners of school property, at the gate or controlled entrances of enclosed properties, and at the entrance of any access road for all open areas owned, operated, leased, or controlled by the school; specify that if no required sign is posted, no prosecution for violation of the statute may take place; provide that the prohibition against unlawful possession of a weapon on school property shall not apply to a person hunting on rural or remote lands owned by a school if the area is not properly posted as closed to hunting by the school's governing board.

SB 12 - AMENDMENTS


SFA (1, E. Scorsone) - Retain all provisions except delete provision prohibiting prosecution of persons if the required signs are not posted.


SFA (2, R. Palmer II) - Amend to specify that failure to post the required signs shall bar the prosecution of a person who enters any school premises other than school buildings.


SFA (3, R. Palmer II) - Retain most original language; add provisions specifying that even if signs are not posted on school property actually used for educational purposes there is a rebuttable presumption that the person knows that a firearm cannot be carried; with regard to school property not used for school purposes, treat the property as any other private property which requires notice against concealed carry of firearms and the remedy for violation is removal of the person from the premises or denial of entry into the premises; delete provision relating to prohibition against prosecution; delete existing law relating to not relieving the person from liability for such entry.

SB 13 (BR 189) - D. Harper Angel


AN ACT relating to graduated driver's licenses for teenagers.


Amend KRS 186.450 and create new sections of KRS Chapter 186 to require a person at least 16 years of age and under 18 years to hold an instruction permit for 180 days before applying for an intermediate license; require a person to hold an intermediate license for 180 days and complete a driver training program before applying for an operator's license; make a permit valid for three years and an intermediate license valid for two years; require a person applying for an intermediate license to present a statement signed by a parent or a guardian attesting to at least 60 hours of supervised driving, including at least ten hours at night with a licensed person at least 21 years of age; require a 180-day extension to the permit or intermediate license for a violation or conviction under KRS Chapter 186, 189, or 189A; require the State Police to affix a sticker to an intermediate license and update computer information; require that the intermediate license be carried while operating a vehicle; prohibit a driver with an intermediate license from driving between 12 midnight and 6 a.m. or at any time with three or more people under age 18 who are not related to the driver; amend KRS 186.412, 186.470, 186.480, 186.6401, and KRS 186.990 to conform.

Amend KRS 61.315 to require that the State Treasurer pay death benefits in the amount of $75,000 when a member of the Kentucky National Guard or Reserve dies on federal active duty; make an appropriation in the amount of $1,050,000 to carry out the provisions of the Act; make amendment to KRS 61.315 retroactive to July 1, 2002; EMERGENCY.

AN ACT relating to the safety, learning, and well-being of students.


Amend KRS 158.440 to require school districts to have procedures in place to address student harassment, intimidation, and bullying; amend KRS 158.441 to define "harassment, intimidation, or bullying"; amend KRS 158.148 to require school districts to formulate a code of acceptable behavior prohibiting student harassment, intimidation, or bullying that includes procedures for reporting and investigating complaints, a strategy for protecting complainants from retaliation, and a process for annually discussing the code with students; require school districts, under certain conditions, to provide training to school employees on the district's acceptable code of behavior; require school districts to include code of acceptable behavior in district employee training manual; amend KRS 158.150 to include student harassment, intimidation, or bullying as a cause for suspension or expulsion; amend 158.444 to require local school districts to collect and provide the Kentucky Department of Education information related to all incidents of student harassment, intimidation, or bullying; amend KRS 160.345 to require a school council to include strategies to address student harassment, intimidation, or bullying as part of the school's comprehensive safety plan; create a new section of KRS 158 to provide immunity to school employees or students from a cause of action for damages arising from reporting in good faith a student's disruptive or disorderly behavior if school and district procedures are followed regarding the report.

AN ACT relating to sexual offenses and sex offender management.


Create a new section of KRS Chapter 439 to place certain sex offenders on lifetime parole and provide the conditions thereof; create a new section of KRS Chapter 439 to create the crime of violation of the provisions of parole by a sex offender; create a new section of KRS Chapter 519 to require global positioning monitoring of sex offenders; create a new section of KRS Chapter 61 to require law enforcement agencies to attempt to locate absconded sex offenders; create a new section of KRS Chapter 533 to prohibit pretrial diversion, probation, shock probation and other forms of nonimposition of sentence for certain sex offenders; amend KRS 510.040 relating to rape in the first degree to provide life imprisonment without parole when victim is under 12 or this is a second or subsequent offense with a victim under 18; amend KRS 510.050 and 510.060 relating to rape in the second and third degrees to provide life imprisonment without parole for second or subsequent offense when victim is under 18; amend KRS 510.070 relating to sodomy in the first degree to provide life imprisonment without parole when victim is under 12 or this is a second or subsequent offense with a victim under 18; amend KRS 510.080 and 510.090 relating to sodomy in the second or third degree to provide life imprisonment without parole for a second or subsequent offense with a victim under 18; amend KRS 510.110 and 510.120 relating to sexual abuse in the first and second degree to increase penalty to life imprisonment without parole for a second or subsequent offense with a victim under 18; create a new section of KRS Chapter 510 to provide for a sentence of life imprisonment without parole for 25 years for persons under 18 who commit a felony sex offense for which an adult would receive life without parole, but nullify section if Supreme Court of Kentucky subsequently allows life without parole for juveniles; amend KRS 197.420 relating to sex offender treatment programs to exempt persons receiving a sentence of life imprisonment without parole; amend KRS 532.047 relating to restrictions on probation to include certain sex offenders; amend KRS 532.060 relating to sentencing for felonies to reflect the life without parole provision for a Class A felony; create a new section of KRS 17.500 to 17.540 relating to sex offenders to provide that the sheriff notify residents when a lifetime sex offender registrant moves into a location in the county, provide for registration fee of $50; create a new section of KRS 17.500 to 17.540 relating to sex offenders to provide for schools to publish sex offender information in local newspapers, provide for $20 fee; create a new section of KRS 17.500 to 17.540 to specify how sex offender information is to be published by the schools; amend KRS 17.495 relating to sex offender residence while on probation or parole to specify that the measurement is from nearest property edge to nearest property edge rather than from building to building; amend KRS 17.510 relating to sex offender registration to increase penalties for violation from Class D felony to Class C felony for first offense and Class B felony for subsequent offense; create a new section of KRS Chapter 70 to require sheriff to verify sex offender residence by actual visit once each 6 months, permit sheriff to delegate to police in cities; amend KRS 431.517 relating to home incarceration for persons on bail to require the same for certain sex offenders; amend KRS 431.520 relating to release on personal recognizance or unsecured bail to prohibit the same for persons charged with certain sex offenses; amend KRS 531.340 relating to distribution of matter portraying a sexual performance by a minor to increase second offense penalty to Class C felony; amend KRS 531.360 relating to advertising child pornography to increase penalty from Class A misdemeanor for first offense to Class D felony and increase subsequent offense to Class C felony; amend KRS 531.335 relating to possession of matter portraying a sexual performance by a minor to make penalty for any offense, not just subsequent offenses, a Class D felony; amend KRS 532.200 relating to home incarceration to include the use of global positioning technology for electronic monitoring; amend KRS 532.210 relating to home incarceration to prohibit home incarceration for certain sex offenders.

provide a covered adviser may withdraw a notice filing by notice filing effective upon receipt by the executive director; establish fees for initial or renewal registration and notice filing, except that fees are waived for an investment adviser or covered adviser who is registered as a broker-dealer or an investment adviser representative who represents a person who is entitled to the investment adviser or covered adviser waiver; require every registered broker-dealer, issuer agent, and investment adviser to retain specified records for a period of 3 years and file reports required by this chapter, except those registered with the United States Securities and Exchange Commission who shall comply with the reporting requirements of the United States Securities and Exchange Commission, or when a registrant has a principal place of business in another state who shall comply with the reporting requirements of that state; require prompt filing of corrected information found to be inaccurate or incomplete; authorize the executive director to conduct examinations of a broker-dealer, issuer, agent, or investment adviser, within or outside the state and with or without notice, with the cost to be paid by the subject examined; authorize the executive director to prescribe rules to prohibit unreasonable charges, profits commissions or other compensation, and for the conduct of business; authorize the executive director to enter into inter-governmental arrangements, agreements or working relationships for filing and maintenance of documents in a central depository system; and, authorize the executive director, by order citing the specific reasons therefore subject to notice and in accordance with KRS Chapter 13B, to deny, refuse to renew, suspend or revoke the registration of a broker-dealer, agent, investment adviser or investment adviser representative and to bar, censure, or place on probation any officer, director, partner or similar person of a registrant or limit a registrant's function or activity in the state and authorize the executive director to issue a summary order to restrict, condition, limit or suspend a registration or censure a registrant before final determination if there is substantial evidence that such action is in the public interest, and an aggrieved person may apply for an emergency hearing within 30 days of the date of the summary order; amend KRS 292.310 to amend the definitions of "agent," "covered security," guaranteed," "investment adviser representative," and "state," and to define "sign"; amend KRS 292.410 to conform; amend KRS 292.480 to define fraudulent conduct and to authorize a party who is the subject of fraudulent conduct to maintain an action to recover damages; require a nonrefundable license application fee of $500 if made on or before March 31, and $250 if made after March 31, with the license to remain in force through September 30 of the year the license if issued, and authorize the executive director to assess a reasonable fee for agents of licensees by administrative regulation; require the executive director to investigate each applicant and determine if the applicant meets the requirements of this chapter, approve or deny an application, place a licensee on probation, deny or refuse to renew the designation of an agent, and any person aggrieved by such action of the executive director may file an application for appeal of the executive director's denial; require an annual renewal fee of $500 no later than September 20 of each year, to be accompanied by a written renewal report as prescribed by the executive director; require a licensee to file a written report with the executive director within 15 business days of the occurrence of listed events; require a licensee to notify the executive director in writing of a proposed change of control with a written request for approval of the acquisition, accompanied by a fee of $100 and proof of that after investigation the executive director may approve or disapprove the change of control; authorize the executive director to conduct an examination or investigation, with or without prior notice, of a licensee or any of its agents, which may be conducted jointly with the federal or another state government; require each licensee to make, keep, and preserve specified books, records, and accounts for a period of 5 years, including retention in electronic format, and require that records located out of state shall be accessible to the executive director upon 7 business days notice; require every licensee and its agents to file all reports set forth in the federal Bank Secrecy Act pertaining to money laundering and provide that filing with the appropriate federal agency shall be deemed compliance with this requirement; provide that documents, materials, reports or other information in the possession or control of the executive director are confidential, privileged, and not subject to the Open Records Act, but provide that the executive director may share information in his possession with other federal, state and international regulatory agencies or law enforcement agencies, and the Money Transmitter Regulators Association, may enter into agreements for sharing such information with other jurisdictions, may disclose a list of persons licensed under this chapter and may disclose any order issued against a licensee, its agents, or responsible individuals of the licensee, but specify that sharing of information shall not compromise the confidentiality requirement; require licensees to enter into express written contracts with any agent or agents; require agents to adhere to a specified code of conduct; authorize the executive director to issue a written order to suspend or revoke a license for specified violations of this chapter, valid for a period of 3 years, with the right to an appeal for an administrative hearing with the executive director; authorize the executive director to issue a written order to suspend or revoke an agent's license for specified violations of this chapter, valid for a period of 3 years, with the right to an appeal for an administrative hearing with the executive director; authorize the executive director to issue a cease and desist order for violation of this chapter or regulations promulgated pursuant to this chapter if the person fails to show cause why the order should not be issued and allow the executive director to petition the Franklin Circuit Court or any court of competent jurisdiction for issuance of an injunction or other appropriate relief for violation of this chapter; authorize the executive director to enter an emergency order suspending, limiting, or restricting a licensee's or agent's license without prior notice or hearing if there is a threat of immediate or irreparable harm to the public health, safety or welfare including conviction of a felony involving theft, fraud or breach of trust, indictment or conviction under the USA PATRIOT Act of 2001, suspension or revocation of a license in another state or country, listing of a licensee or its agent on the blocked persons list prepared by the United States Department of the Treasury or Department of State as a potential terrorist threat, or for insolvency or bankruptcy, subject to appeal by the licensee or agent; authorize the executive director to levy a civil penalty of $1,000 to $5,000 per day per violation of this chapter or regulation promulgated pursuant to this chapter; authorize the executive order to enter into a consent order with a person to resolve a matter arising under this chapter; authorize the executive director to stay, suspend, or postpone the effective date of an order issued under this chapter; permit a person aggrieved by an order of the executive director under this chapter to file an application for an administrative hearing, with appeal as a matter of right to the Franklin Circuit Court; authorize any person aggrieved by conduct of a licensee or an agent under this chapter to file a complaint with the executive director who shall investigate the complaint and may take corrective action; prohibit knowingly filing any record containing a false statement, misrepresentation or false certification subject to prosecution as a Class D felony and prohibit knowingly engaging in activity for which a license is required under this chapter, subject to prosecution as a Class C felony; require that all administrative proceedings under this chapter comply with KRS Chapter 13 B; authorize the Office of Financial Institutions to exercise all state administrative functions relating to regulation, supervision and licensing of money transmitters; require licensees and agents to comply with all applicable federal and state laws; provide that a license issued under KRS Chapter 366 shall expire at midnight on September 30, 2006 and all licensees must seek renewal pursuant to this chapter; establish that the intent of the General Assembly is to ensure safe and sound money transmission and ensure that the business of money transmission is not used for criminal purposes, to protect the public interest; repeal KRS 366.010, 366.020, 366.023, 366.030, 366.040, 366.050, 366.060, 366.070, 366.080, 366.090, 366.100, 366.110, 366.120, 366.140, 366.150 and 366.990; provide that an emergency exists and this Act shall take effect upon signature of the Governor; and require the Reviser of Statutes to renumber KRS Chapters 287, 288, 290, 291, 292, 294,366, 366A, and 368 as subtitles to a single KRS Chapter entitled the "Kentucky Financial Services Code"; and, require the Reviser of Statutes to renumber KRS 287.011, 287.012, 287.013, 287.020 and 287.025 as part of a separate subtitle of the code created by this Act.

Create new sections of KRS 304.49-010 to 304.49-230 to require a captive insurer to engage a manager who is a resident of Kentucky; require books and records to be maintained or made accessible at a location in Kentucky; authorize the executive director of the Office of Insurance to promulgate administrative regulations to set minimum standards for the formation, structure, examination, and operation of a special purpose captive insurer or an agency captive insurer; require the captive insurer to notify the executive director within ten business days of any material change in the financial condition or management of a captive insurer; specify certain acts that a captive insurer cannot take unless it gives the executive director at least 30 days notice; specify conditions to be met for a captive insurer to establish and maintain one or more protected cells to insure risks of one or more participants; amend KRS 304.49-010 to define "agency captive insurer" and "special purpose captive insurer"; amend KRS 304.49-020 to prohibit a captive insurer that is issued an initial certificate of authority on or after July 1, 2006, to directly provide workers' compensation insurance; designate as confidential portions of license applications, all examination reports, preliminary examination reports, working papers, recorded information, and other documents related to an examination, unless prior written consent of the captive insurer has been given; amend KRS 304.49-040 to require an agency captive insurer to have not less than $500,000 of unimpaired paid-in capital and surplus and a special purpose captive insurer to have not less than $250,000 of unimpaired paid-in capital; permit capital and surplus to be in the form of assets approved by the executive director; amend KRS 304.49-060 to permit a special purpose captive insurer to be incorporated as a stock or nonstock corporation or formed as a limited liability company, partnership, limited partnership, a statutory trust, or other person as approved by the executive director; permit a sponsored captive insurer to be incorporated as a stock or nonstock corporation or formed as a limited liability company, partnership, limited partnership, or a statutory trust; allow a risk retention group to take any form allowed by the Liability Risk Retention Act of 1986; require each owner of an agency captive insurer to be a licensed insurance producer; amend KRS 304.49-070 to permit the executive director to approve the use of international accounting standards for financial condition reports; allow a captive insurer, with the executive director's approval, to make modifications and adaptations to record as admitted the full value of all investments allowed under this subtitle; amend KRS 304.49-100 to authorize the executive director to approve investments made outside the prescription contained in this section; amend KRS 304.49-180 to conform; amend KRS 304.49-220 to direct the Kentucky Revenue Cabinet to annually distribute 75 percent, rather than 10 percent, of the premium tax revenues collected to the Office of Insurance for the regulation of captive insurers; create in the State Treasury the captive insurance regulatory and supervision fund to be appropriated for use only by the Office of Insurance to pay the costs of administering this subtitle and for reasonable expenses incurred in promoting the state's captive insurance industry; appropriation.

limit the number of gaming licenses to five racing association gaming licenses and four casino licenses; establish criteria for gaming operation locations; require certain information from applicants seeking a gaming license; establish the fees for applications, licensure, and renewal for all licenses; create the Kentucky gaming fund, the Kentucky municipal public safety fund, the Kentucky county public safety fund, the Kentucky horse racing equity fund, and the Kentucky thoroughbred claiming fund; require that certain amounts of the gaming fund support administrative operations of the commission, and other amounts from the gaming fund be dispersed to the Kentucky compulsive gamblers assistance fund, the Department of Education, the Council on Postsecondary Education, the Cabinet for Health and Family Services for health care services for certain indigent Kentuckians and for a prescription drug program for senior citizens, the Kentucky county public safety fund, capital construction, sewer and water projects administered under the Kentucky Infrastructure Authority, the Kentucky veterans trust fund, the state road fund, the budget reserve trust fund, and the equine industry program trust and revolving fund; establish the disbursement of funds to the Kentucky municipal public safety fund and the Kentucky county public safety fund; establish the disbursement of funds to the Kentucky horse racing industry; prohibit licensure of certain people under specific circumstances; establish the expenditure of moneys from the municipal public safety fund and the county public safety fund; establish a wagering tax at a rate of 35% of adjusted gross receipts received and reported monthly by the licensee obliged to pay the tax; establish the terms of all licenses regarding gaming operations; require the commission to promulgate administrative regulations to prescribe procedures for gaming licensees regarding the effective control over their internal fiscal affairs; require periodic financial reports from gaming licensees; require annual audits of the financial statements of gaming licensees; define and limit gambling games and devices; address how money deposited into the compulsive gamblers assistance fund will be expended; require the State Auditor to perform an annual audit of the commission; require gaming licensees to compile a list of persons to exclude or reject from licensed gaming establishments; require the commission to notify a person placed on an exclusion or ejection list; permit the commission to take disciplinary action if a gaming licensee knowingly fails to exclude or eject a person on the list; establish penalties for persons placed on the list who enter premises of a licensed gaming establishment; provide that the transport of gambling equipment and supplies into the state will not be a violation of federal laws; define the term "cheat" and establish penalties for persons who cheat; create the compulsive gamblers assistance fund; establish how expenditures from the compulsive gamblers assistance fund will be utilized; require the commission to prepare an annual report detailing activities and expenditures of the compulsive gamblers assistance fund; encourage gaming licensees to cooperate with local business and community organizations to stimulate the economy through tourism; require gaming licensees to pay the salaries of certain commission employees; require gaming licensees to make office space available for certain commission employees; prohibit a person under 21 from placing a wager or being in an area where gambling games are in operation; establish that commission members, the executive director, and commission employees are subject to the executive branch code of ethics; limit the administrative fine to $50,000 per offense; establish that administrative review under KRS Chapter 13B is available for persons aggrieved by an action by the commission; create a new section of KRS Chapter 131 to attach the commission to the Department of Revenue for administrative purposes; create a new section of KRS Chapter 242 to permit a local option election in certain areas for the limited sale of alcoholic beverages at tracks and casinos in the territory; amend KRS 243.030 to establish a $7,500 annual license fee for a casino entertainment license and a racing association casino entertainment license; provide $12,000,000 in fiscal year 2006-2007 and $18,500,000 in fiscal year 2007-2008 for inflation in community services and increased admissions for acute care services; provide DSH funding totaling $34,600,000 in each fiscal year; fund a children's mental health initiative in Northern Kentucky; expand existing Crisis Stabilization services; increase the flat dollar amount of the annual increment to be given state employees; reduce the employer health insurance premium by 12% effective July 1, 2006; require the holding of at least 1 public hearing prior to the finalizing of the unification plan, permit the holding of additional public hearings, and require the public notice of such hearings as prescribed in KRS Chapter 424; require the unification commission to vote on the final version of the plan, and require the plan to be approved by a majority of the commission's members prior to its submission to the voters of the county at the next regular election; require the question on adoption of a unification plan to be filed with the county clerk and advertised as prescribed, require a majority of those voting to adopt a unification plan, require the question on unification to be governed by those laws on elections as prescribed and in KRS Chapters 116 to 121, require a unification plan to take effect January 1 following the election of officers for the unified government and thereafter as prescribed, and prohibit the question of unification from being submitted again for 2 years if rejected by the voters; provide for the redistricting of legislative council seats as prescribed; permit the unified local government to exercise the powers and privileges of counties and the highest class of city within the county, extend the same sovereign immunity to a unified local government as other local governments, and require the enactment and enforcement of local ordinances as prescribed; require all ordinances, resolutions and orders of the county and participating cities to be in effect so long as they do not conflict or until specifically superseded by a specific act of the new unified government, and provide for the effective application of conflicting ordinances; provide for the continuation of all contracts, bonds, and franchises in effect in all cities and the county, and provide that these conflicts shall be resolved so as to not to impair the rights of any party involved; require the continued existence and election of all local Constitutional offices but permit the unified local government to assign the duties of these officers as prescribed, and extend any previous oversight of these offices to the new unified local government; require all city and county government employees to become employees of the unified local government, extend all previously held civil service rights to employees until changed by ordinance or statute, and extend all rights, privileges, and protection of beneficiaries of retirement and pension funds until all benefits due each beneficiary are paid; require a healthy lifestyle discount for participating employers; permit a separate class of business to be established for rate filings for plans offered under the ICARE Program; permit incentive payments of $40 per employee per month and $60 per employee per month under the two incentive programs; direct the allocated surplus remaining in the ICARE Program to be carried forward to the next fiscal year through the end of the pilot period; authorize the Office of Insurance to limit enrollment for the ICARE Program; HFA (4, T. Riner) - Retain original provisions; add provision earmarking at least 10% of the receipts once prizes are paid out, for educational programs, treatment programs, and financial assistance for compulsive gamblers or their spouses and children.


HFA (5, T. Riner) - Delete provisions setting out in detail how the gross gaming receipts shall be spent; add provision earmarking at least 10% for education programs, treatment programs and financial assistance for compulsive gamblers or their spouses and children.


HFA (6, R. Crimm) - Retain original provisions; restrict state revenue generated by casino gaming to be dedicated for capital projects at state or local levels or for educational facilities; require capital projects fund to be established and maintained as a fund separate and distinct from the general fund.

prohibit licensing of persons with certain convictions unless prohibitions are waived; provide additional prohibitions for persons applying for gaming licenses; require applicants to furnish all information necessary to determine qualifications; place the burden of proving qualification for licenses on the applicant; provide for joint licenses, and require revocation of licenses of persons convicted of certain crimes; make information in license applications subject to Open Records provisions unless designated or generally recognized as confidential; set out provisions for gaming licenses, including the requirements that casino gaming facilities only be located at racetracks owned or operated by eligible associations, and that eligible associations run as many live races for the same breed as they did in calendar year 2005 unless thoroughbred and standardbred representative groups agree or because of disasters, emergencies or other reasons beyond the eligible association or gaming operator's control; provide for reduced racing days to be awarded by Racing Authority to other eligible associations; set out a ten year period for gaming licenses; provide for denial, revocation, or non-renewal of a gaming license under certain circumstances; allow an eligible association owning or operating more than one racetrack to be issued a gaming license at each of its racetracks; require approval of the corporation for transfer of a gaming license; require licenses other than gaming licenses to be governed by administrative regulations; allow corporation to investigate gaming operators and other licensees and to take appropriate action if corporation determines licensees violated provisions of the chapter; describe method of instituting administrative proceedings by the corporation against a licensee; provide for emergency orders relating to licenses upon certain findings of the corporation; provide for appeal of the decisions of the corporation; set out the duties of the gaming operator to include providing the corporation access to records and the facility, maintaining records for five years, obtaining approval of the corporation for any change of control; filing a copy of its federal income tax returns with the corporation; adopt an internal control system, and make financial reports to the corporation and the Racing Authority; set out requirements relating to casino gaming devices; provide for licensing of gaming employees; set out duties and requirements of gaming device manufacturers and distributors; set out duties and requirements for gaming device manufacturers and distributors, gaming operations managers, service technicians, validation managers, floor attendants, and security personnel; provide for establishment of wages and duties of non-supervisory personnel; prohibit persons under twenty-one from wagering or collecting winnings, being employed, entering, or loitering in a casino gaming facility; exercise exemption in 15 U.S.C. sec. 1172 to permit transportation of gambling devices; create the Kentucky Equine Breed Authority and provide for the authority's membership, terms, duties, and responsibilities, including promulgation of administrative regulations; permit write-in candidates to request an exemption; establish that exempted candidate campaign committees, referendum committees, and political issues committees are bound to the terms of the exemption unless is it rescinded timely; Amend KRS 304.13-051 to require filing of medical malpractice insurance rates with the Office of Insurance; create new sections of Subtitle 13 of KRS Chapter 304 to prohibit certain components from being included in a medical malpractice rate filing; restrict premiums for medical malpractice polices covering health care providers who deliver one or more babies per year; require the executive director of insurance on or before April 1 of each year to determine if there are any medical specialties in the state which are essential as a matter of public policy and which must be protected from certain adverse actions relating to medical malpractice insurance that may impair the availability of these essential medical specialties to residents of this state; direct the executive director to provide the list of essential medical specialties to each insurer that issues medical malpractice coverage to health care providers practicing in any of the essential medical specialties; require an insurer that intends to cancel, terminate, or otherwise not renew a medical malpractice policy of an essential medical specialist to provide 120 days notice to the health care provider and allow the executive director to delay the insurer's intended action for up to 60 days if the executive director determines a replacement policy is not readily available; require an insurer that intends to cancel, terminate, or otherwise not renew all medical malpractice policies issued to essential medical specialists to provide 120 days notice to the executive director and the health care providers and allow the executive director to delay the insurer's intended action for up to 60 days if the executive director determines replacement policies are not readily available; designate medical specialties until the executive director acts to designate specialties; require the executive director to collect certain information from insurers to make certain an insurer issuing policies of medical malpractice insurance is complying with applicable standards for rates; create a new section of KRS Chapter 454 to provide that in a medical malpractice civil action any statements, affirmations, gestures, or conduct expressing apology, sympathy, commiseration, condolence, compassion or a general sense of benevolence that are made by a health care provider or employee of the health care provider to the alleged victim, relative of the alleged victim, or representative of the alleged victim that relate to the discomfort, suffering, injury or death of the alleged victim as a result of unanticipated outcome of medical care shall be inadmissible as evidence of an admission of liability; create a new section of KRS Chapter 454 to require the plaintiff to file an affidavit of an expert witness as part of a complaint in a civil action alleging professional negligence against a health care provider; create new sections of Subtitle 40 of KRS Chapter 304 to establish the Kentucky Physician's Mutual Insurance Authority to provide medical malpractice insurance to physicians; provide that the authority is a nonprofit, independent, self-supporting de jure municipal corporation and political subdivision of the Commonwealth; provide for a board of directors which shall function in a manner similar to the governing body of a mutual insurance company; direct the board to hire a manager who shall have proven successful experience for a period of at least five years as an executive at the general management level in insurance operations or in the management of a state fund for medical malpractice; establish powers and duties of the manager; require the authority to provide medical malpractice insurance to any physician who pays the premium and complies with any other qualifications and conditions adopted by the authority; require the authority to provide coverage to any physician who is unable to secure coverage in the voluntary market unless the physician owes undisputed premiums to a previous medical malpractice carrier or to a medical malpractice residual market mechanism; direct the authority to establish separate rating plans, rates, and underwriting standards for different classes of risks; require rates to be based only on Kentucky experience; authorize the board to declare an annual dividend and distribute it in the form of premium discounts, dividends, or a combination of discounts and dividends if certain conditions are met; require a quarterly report of assets and liabilities to be provided to the board, the Governor, and the Legislative Research Commission; require the board to file an annual report indicating the business done in the previous year and deliver the report to the Governor, commissioner of the Department of Insurance, Auditor of Public Accounts, Attorney General, and co-chairs of the Legislative Research Commission; prohibit the authority from entering into a contract for an audit unless the Auditor of Public Accounts has turned down a request to perform the audit; provide that if the assets of the authority are less than its liabilities, the board may levy an assessment on its policyholders; require the board to formulate and adopt an investment policy; require the manager to compile and maintain statistical and actuarial data; prohibit the authority from receiving any direct state general fund appropriation; provide that upon request of the board, the Governor and the secretary of the Finance and Administration Cabinet may determine additional initial funding which may include a loan from an existing state agencies not to exceed ($7,000,000); prohibit the authority from participating in any plan, pool, association, guarantee, or insolvency fund required by KRS Chapter 304; require the board to comply with the open meetings and open records laws; direct the Attorney General and the Auditor of Public Accounts to monitor operations of the authority and authorize each to make examinations or investigations of the operations, practices, management, and other matters of the authority; require the Attorney General and the Auditor of Public Accounts to report jointly to the General Assembly in January in each even-numbered year in which the General Assembly convenes in a regular session the results of their monitoring activities.
