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A RESOLUTION honoring and commending Dr. Frank G. Dickey, Sr. upon the 50th anniversary of his being named President of the University of Kentucky.

WHEREAS, Dr. Frank G. Dickey, Sr. served the University of Kentucky as its president from 1956 to 1963, and at the age of 38 years-old he was the youngest person to ever attain that position; and

WHEREAS, the presidential tenure of Dr. Dickey was characterized by significant increases in campus enrollment and major physical growth that was evidenced by new building construction, building renovations, and by the extensive addition of land to the university's holdings; and

WHEREAS, Dr. Frank G. Dickey, Sr. guided the efforts to create the University of Kentucky Chandler Medical Center, the Community College System, and the acquisition of Spindletop Hall; and

WHEREAS, Dr. Frank G. Dickey, Sr. served as President of the University of Kentucky during segregation and championed efforts to include African American students in the full university experience, including athletics; and

WHEREAS, Dr. Frank G. Dickey, Sr. also served the University of Kentucky as Dean of the College of Education from 1949 to 1956 and he was inducted into that college's Hall of Fame in 1989; and

WHEREAS, after his service to the University of Kentucky, Dr. Dickey served as Director of the Southern Association of Colleges and Schools, then as head of the National Commission on Accrediting of Colleges and Universities, and then as Provost of the University of North Carolina at Charlotte; and

WHEREAS, Dr. Frank G. Dickey, Sr. earned his bachelor's degree from Transylvania College in 1939, his master's degree from the University of Kentucky in 1942, his doctorate degree from the University of Kentucky in 1947, and he was a post-doctoral fellow at Harvard in 1952; and

WHEREAS, Dr. Frank G. Dickey, Sr. has been married to his beautiful wife, Elizabeth Drymon Dickey, for 65 years and they have three children, Frank Graves Dickey, Jr., Joseph Dickey, and Ann Elizabeth Dickey;

NOW, THEREFORE,

Be it resolved by the House of Representatives of the General Assembly of the Commonwealth of Kentucky:

Section 1.   The House of Representatives does hereby celebrate and commend Dr. Frank G. Dickey, Sr. upon the 50th anniversary of his being named as President of the University of Kentucky.

Section 2.   The House of Representatives recognizes that Dr. Frank G. Dickey, Sr. is an esteemed educator who has given so much of his professional expertise to the University of Kentucky during a time of growth and expansion, and the members further thank him for his great accomplishments and for his years of dedicated public service to this Commonwealth.
