PURPOSE/MECHANICS

HB 152 creates new sections and amends others related to urban-county governments, consolidated local governments, charter county governments, cities of all classes, and all counties, to require that the second reading of an ordinance occur no later than 60 days after the first reading unless another statute of the KRS specifies otherwise and to require a vote to be taken the day of the second reading.

The requirements for publishing an ordinance does not change for urban-county governments, consolidated local governments, charter county governments, cities of the first class. For all other cities and counties the timeline for publishing an ordinance is amended to no later than 14 days after the passage of the ordinance, rather than the current 30 days after passage.

FISCAL EXPLANATION/BILL PROVISIONS
ESTIMATED COST

The fiscal impact of HB 152 on local government would be minimal. Currently there is no time restriction between the first reading of an ordinance and the second reading, however, adding the 60 day timeline would not add an additional cost to local government. Similarly, shortening the publishing time from 30 days to 14 days for most cities and counties would not have a fiscal impact.

Costs associated with implementing the bill's provisions, would relate to the administrative time and expense of changing an existing administrative policy, regulation, or municipal order to come into compliance; or, if the current procedure has been adopted by ordinance, the cost related to bringing the amended ordinance before the fiscal court or city legislative body for action and publishing it after passage.
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
