PURPOSE/MECHANICS  

HB 229 establishes a noise compatibility permit process for land with noise sensitive areas around public airports, which is to be administered by the local planning agency for counties that have one; otherwise the permit process is to be administered by the Kentucky Airport Zoning Commission.

FISCAL EXPLANATION/BILL PROVISIONS
ESTIMATED COST

The fiscal impact of HB 229 on county governments is expected to be minimal. The measure establishes a noise compatibility permit process for land with noise sensitive areas around public airports which is to be administered by the local planning agency for counties that have one; otherwise the permit process is administered by the Kentucky Airport Zoning Commission. Twenty Kentucky counties have public airports that would be affected by the measure. Of the 20 counties with public airports, 12 have county planning and zoning commissions that would be required to administer the noise compatibility permit process. There is expected to be some expenses associated with administering the process.

HB 229 also requires the permit to be recorded with the county clerk and the county clerk to forward the permit to the airport within whose noise-sensitive area the land lies. This is expected to result in some administrative expenses for county clerks.
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
