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AN ACT relating to railroads.

Be it enacted by the General Assembly of the Commonwealth of Kentucky:

SECTION 1.   A NEW SECTION OF KRS CHAPTER 277 IS CREATED TO READ AS FOLLOWS:

(1)
As used in this section, "animal control officer" has the same meaning as in KRS 258.005.

(2)
An individual who finds an animal carcass on a railroad's road may report the finding to an animal control officer. The animal control officer shall notify the railroad company of the finding and further notify the railroad company that if the carcass is not removed within forty-eight (48) hours, an animal control officer may go onto the railroad's road to remove and dispose of the carcass.

(3)
If an animal control officer goes onto a railroad's road to pick up and dispose of a carcass under the provisions of subsection (2) of this section, the entity that employs the animal control officer may charge the railroad company a fee, not to exceed two hundred fifty dollars ($250), for disposing of the carcass.
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
