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A RESOLUTION honoring the Kentucky Society Daughters of the American Revolution.

WHEREAS, the National Society Daughters of the American Revolution was formed in 1890, wherein Mary Desha, a Kentuckian, was a founding daughter; and

WHEREAS, one year later, in 1891, the Kentucky Society Daughters of the American Revolution was formed and has thrived for more than a century; and

WHEREAS, the Kentucky Society Daughters of the American Revolution's purpose is to educate, promote patriotism, and provide for the preservation of history; and

WHEREAS, the Kentucky Society Daughters of the American Revolution has in fact contributed to the preservation of American and Kentucky history, as demonstrated in part by the accurate preservation of the Duncan Tavern Historic Center in Paris, Kentucky, which serves as the Kentucky Society's headquarters; and

WHEREAS, the Kentucky Society Daughters of the American Revolution has promoted education through its involvement with the Hindman Settlement School in Eastern Kentucky, which provides enhanced educational opportunities for children with dyslexia, as well as educational and General Education Diploma programs for adults; and

WHEREAS, the Kentucky Society Daughters of the American Revolution has sought to remind Kentuckians of the rich heritage and history, revolutionary and otherwise, occurring within the bounds of Kentucky through the erection of many monuments throughout the length and breadth of this Commonwealth; and

WHEREAS, without the manifold and dedicated efforts of the Kentucky Society Daughters of the American Revolution, many sites of the occurrences of historic events would have been destroyed or otherwise lost;

NOW, THEREFORE,

Be it resolved by the House of Representatives of the General Assembly of the Commonwealth of Kentucky:

Section 1.   The House of Representatives lauds the Kentucky Society Daughters of the American Revolution for its work in educating the citizens of this Commonwealth, for its work in preserving the rich and hard-won heritage of this Commonwealth, and for its work in promoting patriotism so that we as citizens and heirs of this nation and this Commonwealth are familiarized with and subsequently begin to appreciate the historic contributions of the founders, defenders, and citizens of this nation and Commonwealth.

Section 2.   The House of Representatives, in recognition of the monumental efforts of the Kentucky Society Daughters of the American Revolution furthermore declares October as a time to recognize the Kentucky Society Daughters of the American Revolution for those manifold and great efforts.
