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A RESOLUTION adjourning the House of Representatives in loving memory and honor of Lance Corporal Chase J. Comley.

With deepest respect and admiration, we pay homage and tribute to Lance Corporal Chase Johnson Comley, and we pause in silent reverence for his soul.

WHEREAS, Chase J. Comley was born on November 10, 1983, in Lexington, Kentucky, and he traversed these earthly bounds August 6, 2005; and

WHEREAS, Chase J. Comley was the loving son of Mark E. Comley and Cathy Hancock Comley; he was the loving and caring younger brother of Clinton Comley and sisters Cathryn Comley and Cammie Atkins; he also leaves behind paternal grandparents, Victor and Geraldine Comley, and a maternal grandmother, Dorothy Hancock; and he leaves behind many other family members and friends who loved him dearly; and

WHEREAS, Chase J. Comley graduated in 2002 from Sayre High School in Lexington, Kentucky where he played baseball and basketball; made the third team All-City in baseball as a senior catcher and was also the starting center for the Sayre basketball team and earned a number of other athletic awards for his tremendous abilities in several sports; was awarded the Spartan Cup at Sayre in 2000; and continued his studies at Lexington Community College; and

WHEREAS, Lance Corporal Chase J. Comley joined the United States Marine Corps in February 2004; he was a driver in the 2nd Platoon, Bravo Company, Second Amphibian Assault Vehicle Battalion, 2nd Marine Division, II Marine Expeditionary Force, based in Camp Lejeune, North Carolina; and

WHEREAS, Lance Corporal Chase J. Comley was deployed to Iraq in March 2005, bravely supporting Operation Iraqi Freedom; and

WHEREAS, on August 6, 2005, the life of Lance Corporal Chase J. Comley ended prematurely in a suicide car bombing in Al-Amiriyah, Iraq; and

WHEREAS, Lance Corporal Chase J. Comley served his country with honor and distinction; he was buried with full military honors, including the Global War on Terrorism Expeditionary Medal, the Global War on Terrorism Service Medal, the National Defense Service Medal, the Sea Service Deployment Ribbon, and the Purple Heart; and

WHEREAS, Lance Corporal Chase J. Comley was described by family and friends as “an exuberant young man who was always a pleasure to be around”; he enjoyed spending time with his friends and was known as "the life of the party"; and

WHEREAS, the citizens of Fayette County and the entire Commonwealth mourn the loss of one of their own who paid the ultimate price for his country and for the people of Iraq; and

WHEREAS, the Commonwealth of Kentucky has the highest respect for Lance Corporal Chase J. Comley and is deeply grateful for the sacrifice he made for the freedom of all Americans and to ensure the freedom of the Iraqi people; and

WHEREAS, the passing of Lance Corporal Chase J. Comley has left a void that cannot be filled, and he is mourned across the length and breadth of the Commonwealth;

NOW, THEREFORE,

Be it resolved by the House of Representatives of the General Assembly of the Commonwealth of Kentucky:

Section 1.   The House of Representatives does hereby express its profound sense of sorrow upon the passing of Lance Corporal Chase J. Comley and extends to his family and many friends its most heartfelt sympathy.

Section 2.   When the House of Representatives adjourns this day, it does so in loving memory and honor of Lance Corporal Chase J. Comley.
