After the enacting clause, delete the all text on lines 1 through 17 and insert in lieu thereof the following:

SECTION 1. A NEW SECTION OF KRS CHAPTER 77 IS CREATED TO READ AS FOLLOWS:

"(1)
Notwithstanding provisions of this chapter to the contrary, on December 31, 2006, all regulations, requirements, and standards forming the substance and content of a strategic air toxics reduction (STAR) program in effect in a county containing a consolidated local government that has a functioning air pollution control district shall be void and unenforceable, and the program shall be terminated.

(2)
On or subsequent to the termination date of that STAR program, the air pollution control district board may replace the STAR program that was in effect prior December 31, 2006, or readopt that STAR program in whole, or as modified, subject to the approval of the chief legislative body of the consolidated local government.

(3)
On December 31, 2006, a report shall be submitted by the air pollution control district board to the Legislative Research Commission, the Interim Joint Committee on Agriculture and Natural Resources, and the Interim Joint Committee on Local Government, identifying any reviews, economic and employment impact studies, evaluations, deliberations, anticipated revisions to the STAR program, or other related activities undertaken in anticipation of the termination of the STAR program, and any anticipated replacement, modification, or readoption in whole.".
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
