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A JOINT RESOLUTION naming the Truman Messer Bridge in Floyd County.

WHEREAS, Truman Messer was born April 13, 1928; and 

WHEREAS, Truman Messer served in the Korean War from 1950 to 1952; and 

WHEREAS, Truman Messer married Joy Terry in June, 1956; and 

WHEREAS, Truman Messer was a partner in starting Messer's Bargain Store in Garret, Kentucky in 1947; and 

WHEREAS, in 1957, Truman Messer opened a store, making him a business leader in Martin, Kentucky; and 

WHEREAS, Truman Messer has been a member of the Church of Christ for 48 years; and 

WHEREAS, Truman Messer has been a member of the Masonic Lodge for 50 years; and 

WHEREAS, Truman Messer belongs to Oleika Temple Shriners; and

WHEREAS, Truman Messer is a lifetime member of both D.A.V. and V.F.W.; and 

WHEREAS, Truman Messer has three granddaughters and three great grand children;

NOW, THEREFORE,

Be it resolved by the General Assembly of the Commonwealth of Kentucky:

Section 1.   The Transportation Cabinet shall name the bridge on Kentucky Route 80 where the road intersects with Kentucky route 122 in Floyd County the "Truman Messer Bridge."

Section 2.   The Transportation Cabinet shall, within 30 days of the effective date of this Resolution, erect signs at each end of the bridge identified in Section 1 of this Resolution that read " Truman Messer Bridge."
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
