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A RESOLUTION adjourning the Senate in loving memory and honor of Roger Gullett.

WHEREAS, Roger Gullett was born on April 17, 1950, to Richmond and Christine Smith Gullett, and departed this earthly life at age 55 on March 5, 2006, following a valiant battle with Lou Gherig's Disease; and

WHEREAS, Roger Gullett graduated from Salyersville High School in 1968, and entered Morehead State University, but left school to care for his family. Years later, he returned to school and earned an Associate of Arts degree from the University of Kentucky and a Bachelor of Arts degree from Morehead State University, having realized the value of higher education as a means to a better life for him and his family; and

WHEREAS, Mr. Gullett married Sandy York on June 24, 2001, and joined the First Baptist Church of Salyersville the next year, nurturing the faith that would sustain him and his family through the difficult days that lay ahead.
