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A RESOLUTION expressing condolences to the families of the coal miners of the Sago Mine explosion.

WHEREAS, on Monday, January 2, 2006, an explosion trapped 13 coal miners at the Sago Mine in West Virginia 260 feet below the surface; and

WHEREAS, the exact cause of the Sago Mine explosion is not known at this time and federal Mine Safety and Health Administration (MSHA) inspectors are investigating the incident; and

WHEREAS, amidst the reports of the conditions in the mine where the coal miners were barricaded, the community where the coal miners lived and worked remained hopeful that their loved ones would survive; and

WHEREAS, on January 4, 2006, hope dimmed and the community and families of the coal miners grieved; and

WHEREAS, they grieved for the deaths of 12 of the 13 coal miners and for the critical medical condition of the 13th miner who was found alive; and

WHEREAS, on January 4, 2006, as the revelation of the tragic situation at the Sago Mine unfolded, the world grieves with them;

NOW, THEREFORE,

Be it resolved by the Senate of the General Assembly of the Commonwealth of Kentucky:

Section 1.   The Senate hereby offers prayers of sympathy and expresses its deepest condolences to the families and the victims of the Sago Mine explosion.

Section 2.   A copy of this Resolution shall be transmitted to Governor Joe Manchin III, 1900 Kanawha Boulevard, E., WV 25305, and to the immediate families of the deceased miners upon the release of that information by the West Virginia Office of Mine Safety and Health Administration.
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
