PURPOSE/MECHANICS

HB 140/GA retains the original provisions of HB 140 except individuals eligible for the exemption from penalties or interest or lien filing fees for delinquent ad valorem taxes on their motor vehicle registration would no longer have to have stored their motor vehicle on a military base during the time of their deployment.  The requirement that the motor vehicle be stored and not operated on the public highway remains.

The measure prohibits local law enforcement personnel from citing an individual for driving with an expired motor vehicle operators license within 90 days of return from out-of-state military duty if the individual can provide proof of his or her out-of-state service and dates of assignment.

The measure prohibits local law enforcement personnel from citing an individual for driving with an expired motor vehicle registration within 30 days of return from military duty outside the boundaries of the United States if (1) the individual can provide proof of his or her service outside the United States boundaries and dates of assignment; and (2) the individual has stored the motor vehicle during the time of deployment and it has not been operated on the public highways.

Upon renewal of the expired motor vehicle registration within the 30 day limit,  County Clerks:

could not charge the individual penalties or interest or lien filing fees for delinquent ad valorem taxes that have accrued;

would be required to remove, without charge, any lien for delinquent taxes filed;

would treat the registration as a prorated renewal with the individual only charged for the number of months of the registration year the vehicle would be used on the public highways.


FISCAL EXPLANATION/BILL PROVISIONS
ESTIMATED COST

The fiscal impact of HB 140/GA on local governments is expected to be minimal.

Kentucky is home to two U.S. military bases, Ft. Knox and Ft. Campbell, that deploy military personnel out of the United States. The measure would exempt individuals for 30 days, when returning from military deployment out of the United States, from penalties or interest or lien filing fees for delinquent ad valorem taxes that accrued from an expired motor vehicle registration. The County Clerk would incur administrative costs related to the motor vehicle registration notices and lien filings, and would lose revenue related to collection of penalties, interest, and any lien filing fee.

Eligibility for the exemption requires that individuals store their motor vehicle during the time of deployment, and the vehicle cannot be operated on the public highways during that time. The individuals most likely to benefit from this measure would be the single/unmarried soldier who could live on or off the military post. Married deployed soldiers would most likely leave their vehicle with a spouse for use by the spouse during their absence. If the spouse did not drive the vehicle on a public highway the exemption would be in effect.
