PURPOSE/MECHANICS

HB 8 GA requires a county clerk to : (1) notify each person applying for, renewing or transferring a marriage license, motor vehicle registration, or voter registration of the availability of a living will directive form; (2) provide the form upon request; and (3) record a completed living will directive form if requested to do so. Notification of the availability of the form can be verbal if the transaction takes place in the clerk's office, but written notification must be provided with any correspondence which would allow the transaction to take place through the mail. An example of the latter case would include postcards mailed by the clerk providing information permitting renewal of a motor vehicle registration by mail.

The Legislative Research Commission is required to furnish living will directive forms to each county clerk. There would be no charge to the public for the form if obtained in the clerk's office, but, if mailed, the county clerk is authorized to recover the actual postage cost. HB 8 also specifies that the county clerk shall receive an $8 fee for recording a living will directive.

FISCAL EXPLANATION/BILL PROVISIONS
ESTIMATED COST

The fiscal impact of HB 8 GA on local governments is expected to be minimal to moderate.

Administrative expenses would be incurred in notifying the public of the availability of living will directive forms and distributing the forms either in person or by mail. Providing notice of the availability of living will directive forms with correspondence permitting transactions by mail will require redesign of the correspondence in some cases, or the printing of accompanying notices in others. The expense involved in recording completed living will directive forms should be adequately covered by the $8 fee.
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
