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A CONCURRENT RESOLUTION urging the Kentucky Transportation Cabinet to produce and distribute a driving manual to promote highway safety relating to vehicles being drawn by animals.

WHEREAS, in recent years the Commonwealth has experienced an influx of Amish and Mennonite citizens who use a horse-drawn buggy as their primary mode of transportation; and

WHEREAS, all citizens of this Commonwealth should be taught to use our highways in a careful manner and observe the basic rules of safety when traveling on our public roads; and

WHEREAS, a traffic safety manual intended for horse-and-buggy operators would be useful to the drivers of these carriages, as well as to motor vehicle operators who may not be familiar with proper safety practices when encountering this type of traffic; and

WHEREAS, such a manual has been produced and is being distributed in Pennsylvania through the joint effort of state and local officials working with the Lancaster County Amish Safety Committee;

NOW, THEREFORE,

Be it resolved by the House of Representatives of the General Assembly of the Commonwealth of Kentucky, the Senate concurring therein:

Section 1.   The Kentucky Transportation Cabinet is urged to produce a driver's manual to promote highway safety for vehicles being drawn by animals.

Section 2.   The Clerk of the House of Representatives shall transmit copies of this Concurrent Resolution to the Secretary of the Kentucky Transportation Cabinet.
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
