WHEREAS, Dr. Robert Kerns Berry was awarded the University of Kentucky Alumni Great Teacher Award in 1981 and the Outstanding Instructor Award at Maysville Community College in 1983, and was honored by having the Maysville Community College Chemistry Lab named for him; and

WHEREAS, Dr. Robert Kerns Berry was also honored with the Distinguished Alumnus Award from the University of Kentucky College of Agriculture in 1994, the Distinguished Alumnus Award from Deming High School in 1997, and the Outstanding Conservation Award in Mason County in 2001; and

WHEREAS, Dr. Robert Kerns Berry was faithfully and actively involved in Washington United Methodist where he served on the administrative board for 33 years and as treasurer for 20 years; and

WHEREAS, Dr. Robert Kerns Berry also was a proud member of the May's Lick Lions Club where he served as secretary and received the Lion of the Year Award in 2003; and

WHEREAS, Dr. Robert Kerns Berry is survived by his loving and devoted wife of 46 years, Marilyn Joanne Massey Berry; and

WHEREAS, Dr. Robert Kerns Berry was the beloved father of John Bruce Berry of Lexington, Kentucky and Robert Michael Berry of May's Lick, Kentucky; and

WHEREAS, Dr. Robert Kerns Berry was the proud and loving grandfather of David Berry, Jonathan Berry, and Jacob Berry; and

WHEREAS, Dr. Robert Kerns Berry was preceded in death by his loving parents, Claude and Della Reed Berry; and
