Text of Legislation:  

Amend KRS 506.010 and 506.030 to provide that the penalty for attempt or solicitation to commit the offenses of unlawful transaction with a minor in the first degree and use of a minor in a sexual performance carry the same penalty as the actual offense.

Summary Impact -- Indicate affected service levels, workloads, staff and program areas (describe any coordination issues with other state/external agencies or groups): 

The proposed legislation will exacerbate a continuing situation within the Department of Corrections.  Currently persons who are convicted under KRS 530.064 are required to attend sex offender treatment program while incarcerated in order to be eligible for good time credit.  If they do not attend they cannot utilize good time credit.  Persons who are convicted of drug or alcohol crimes under KRS 530.064 are not eligible for sex offender treatment because they have not committed a sex crime.  But because of the statute, that person is unable to utilize good time credit.   By adding persons who attempt unlawful transaction with a minor (Class B felony), more persons will fall into this catch 22 and be unable to receive good time credit.  Until the wording of KRS 530.064 is corrected to differentiate all drug and alcohol crimes from sex crimes as part of unlawful conduct with a minor, then this problem will continue to grow.  

Fiscal Impact -- Also include increased/decreased administrative cost and whether new fund sources would be required (identify fund sources, and GOPM staff person consulted): 
The proposed legislation will increase the number of incarcerated persons who are unable to receive credit for time served thus increasing the length of time that these persons would spend incarcerated.  The increased stay will result in funding spent to keep a person incarcerated when that person should be eligible for release.   

The addition of attempted unlawful transaction with a minor 1st degree will result in more persons being incarcerated with a sentence that could run from 10 to 20 years.  It is difficult to determine how many persons would be incarcerated under the proposed statute, but it would result in an increase of funding needed to supervise additional persons within the Department of Corrections facilities.  

NOTE:  In all cases, consideration should be given to the cumulative impact of all bills that increase the felon population or that impose new obligations on the Department of Corrections
