WHEREAS, Dr. Philip Joseph Hulsman was born on March 6, 1934, a native of Indianapolis, Indiana, and a longtime resident of Louisville, Kentucky, and traversed these earthly bounds on June 24, 2006; and

WHEREAS, Dr. Philip Joseph Hulsman graduated from Bellarmine University in 1957 and from the University of Louisville School of Medicine in 1961; and

WHEREAS, Dr. Philip Joseph Hulsman was widely respected as a distinguished practitioner of Obstetrics and Gynecology; and

WHEREAS, Dr. Philip Joseph Hulsman believed deeply in community service and he served in a variety of positions over the years with the AARP, the Governor's Commission on Seniors, and the Attorney General's Senior Protection Advisory Council; and

WHEREAS, Dr. Philip Joseph Hulsman was also a member of St. Albert the Great Catholic Church and the Executive Committee of Kentucky Right to Life Educational Foundation and he was President of the Louisville Serra Club; and

WHEREAS, Dr. Philip Joseph Hulsman was an active member of the Republican Party in Kentucky; and

WHEREAS, Dr. Philip Joseph Hulsman was a proud veteran of the United States Army, having served in the Vietnam Conflict as a Captain in the Army Medical Corps; and

WHEREAS, Dr. Philip Joseph Hulsman is survived by his wife of 49 years, Therese Soergel Hulsman; and

WHEREAS, Dr. Philip Joseph Hulsman was the beloved father of Ann Quebbeman, Paul Hulsman, Stephen Hulsman, and David Hulsman; and

WHEREAS, Dr. Philip Joseph Hulsman was the proud and loving grandfather of ten grandchildren; and
