PURPOSE/MECHANICS  

HB 132 adds a new section to KRS Chapter 64 to require any elected official who retires and then takes an elected office participating in the same retirement system to be paid a salary in an amount whereby his or her total salary and retirement benefits shall not exceed the salary fixed for the elected office held.

	ESTIMATED COST


The fiscal impact of HB 132 on local governments is expected to be minimal. The provisions of the bill may limit the income of an elected official who retires and then returns to an elected office participating in the same retirement system from which he or she retired. This could result in a savings for local governments in the salary paid the official.
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
