Funds appropriated to a public or nonprofit corporation shall not lapse at the end of a state fiscal year and shall be used solely for the purposes for which the funds were appropriated; and
(c)
A public or nonprofit corporation created under this subsection shall:
1.
Follow standard accounting practices;
2.
Conduct an annual financial audit by an independent auditor;
3.
Submit a quarterly report of receipts and expenditures to the secretary of the Cabinet for Health and Family Services and the KCDI Board no later than sixty (60) days after the end of a quarter; and
4.
Submit an annual financial and progress report to the Governor, the secretary of the Finance and Administration Cabinet, and the Interim Joint Committees on Appropriations and Revenue and Health and Welfare by September 30 following the end of each state fiscal year. The annual report shall include a report of receipts and expenditures, the financial audit, and a report on the status and progress of the corporation's initiatives."; and
