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AN ACT relating to drug offender information.

Be it enacted by the General Assembly of the Commonwealth of Kentucky:

SECTION 1.   A NEW SECTION OF KRS CHAPTER 27A IS CREATED TO READ AS FOLLOWS:

(1)
The Administrative Office of the Courts shall establish a Web site, available to the public, which contains information about any person who has been convicted of, pled guilty to, or entered an Alford plea to a felony violation of KRS Chapter 218A relating to the manufacturing of or trafficking in a controlled substance.

(2)
For the purposes of this section a conviction for a violation of KRS 218A.1441, 218A.1442, 218A.1443, or 218A.1444 shall be considered as a manufacturing offense.

(3)
The information to be contained on the Web site shall include:

(a)
The offender's:

1.
Name, including any lawful name change together with the previous name, and aliases as of the time of sentencing;

2.
Age;

3.
Gender;

4.
Race;

5.
Ethnic origin; and

6.
Residence address at the time of sentencing;

(b)
The date, place, and time of each offense;

(c)
A listing of offenses convicted of, by name and KRS number; and

(d)
The sentence imposed on each offense, including whether the offender was placed on probation, granted conditional discharge, or incarcerated.

(4)
The information pertaining to the offender shall be maintained on the Web site unless:

(a)
1.
The underlying conviction is reversed;

2.
The offender is pardoned; or

3.
The underlying offense is expunged pursuant to any other provision of the KRS; and

(b)
The offender provides the Administrative Office of the Courts with a copy of 

the court order reversing or expunging, or a copy of the pardon.

(5)
The following language shall be prominently displayed on the Web site:

"USE OF INFORMATION OBTAINED FROM THIS WEB SITE TO HARASS 

A PERSON IDENTIFIED ON THIS WEB SITE IS A CRIMINAL OFFENSE 

PUNISHABLE BY UP TO NINETY (90) DAYS IN THE COUNTY JAIL. MORE 

SEVERE CRIMINAL PENALTIES APPLY FOR MORE SEVERE CRIMES 

COMMITTED AGAINST A PERSON IDENTIFIED ON THIS WEB SITE."

(6)
Any employee of the Administrative Office of the Courts who disseminates, or does not disseminate, offender information in good faith compliance with the requirements of this section shall be immune from criminal and civil liability for the dissemination or lack thereof.
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
