Part II:  Purpose and Mechanics
HB 313 amends KRS 527.020 (8) to allow people to conceal a firearm or deadly weapon in any enclosed container installed as original equipment in a vehicle, except if the person is a convicted felon. Existing law limits the location to glove compartments. 
Under existing law, policemen directly employed by state or local governments may carry concealed deadly weapons. HB 313 grants similar authority to the director of the Division of Law Enforcement in the Department of Fish and Wildlife Resources and conservation officers of the Department of Fish and Wildlife Resources. 

Part III:  Fiscal Explanation, Bill Provisions, and Estimated Cost
The net fiscal impact of HB 313 is an expected minimal decrease in expenditures. 
HB 313 expands the number of potential locations where a person may conceal a firearm or deadly weapon in their vehicle. Consequently, the likelihood of a person being charged with carrying a concealed deadly weapon in their vehicle will decrease. The result will be a decline in jail costs and a possible decline in state reimbursements to jails.  

For persons guilty of carrying a concealed weapon per KRS 527.020 it is a Class A misdemeanor unless the defendant has been previously convicted of a felony involving a deadly weapon, in which case it becomes a Class D felony. Persons convicted of Class A misdemeanors are subject to up to 12 month jail sentences. Persons convicted of Class D felonies are subject to prison terms of one to five years. 
Local governments are responsible for the cost of incarcerating an individual for a Class A misdemeanor.  Also, local governments are responsible for the cost of incarcerating individuals who are charged with a felony (if they do not make bail) until disposition of the case. While the expense of housing inmates may vary widely by jail, each additional inmate will increase facility costs by an estimated average of $31.34 per day. Upon sentencing, all Class D felons are housed in any one of 79 full service jails. The state reimburses local jails at the rate of $31.34
 a day for these convicts, which may or may not cover the cost of housing the felon in a local facility. 
In state fiscal year 2010, there were 937 criminal cases with guilty offenses related to carrying a concealed deadly weapon per KRS 527.020. All cases appear to have been misdemeanors.  
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
