FISCAL/BUDGETARY DISCUSSION:
While this bill is expected to increase the number of probationers and parolees, it is expected to reduce costs overall by reducing prison population and incarceration time. The average daily cost to house an inmate in a DOC facility is $59.49 compared to the average daily cost of probation & parole supervision of $2.69.
