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A JOINT RESOLUTION directing the Transportation Cabinet to erect signs on United States Highway 25E in Knox County that proudly proclaim Knox County as the home of 2010 Tiny Miss Kentucky, Ella Beth Gray.

WHEREAS, Ella Beth Gray, of Knox County, Kentucky, daughter of James and Nancy Gray, was crowned 2010 Tiny Miss Kentucky winner for the 3 to 6 year division by the Miss Kentucky Scholarship Organization; and

WHEREAS, Ella Beth, competed against approximately 25 other girls from around the Commonwealth and received the highest score to capture the crown; and

WHEREAS, Tiny Miss Kentucky is not the first title Ella Beth has held, having won crowns as the 2009 Mini Supreme Chicken Festival winner, the 2009 Tiny Miss Knox County Fair winner, the 2010 Tiny Miss Cumberland winner; and the 2010 Tiny Miss Southeast Kentucky winner; and

WHEREAS, The Miss Kentucky Scholarship Organization is dedicated to helping young women in Kentucky realize their educational and professional goals;

NOW, THEREFORE,

Be it resolved by the General Assembly of the Commonwealth of Kentucky:

Section 1.
The Transportation Cabinet is hereby directed to honor Ella Beth Gray by erecting signs on both entrances into Knox County on United States Highway 25E, that read "Home of 2010 Tiny Miss Kentucky, Ella Beth Gray."  The Transportation Cabinet shall, within 30 days of the effective date of this Resolution, erect signs along the locations specified in this section that read "Home of 2010 Tiny Miss Kentucky, Ella Beth Gray."  The signs erected under this section shall remain in place for at least one year from the date of their placement.
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
