With deepest respect and admiration, we pay homage and tribute to Private First Class Nathaniel D. Garvin, and we pause in silent reverence for his soul.

WHEREAS, Private First Class Nathaniel D. Garvin was born on July 14, 1989, in Pekin, Illinois; and he traversed these earthly bounds on July 12, 2010; and

WHEREAS, Nathaniel D. Garvin was the son of Clifton and Melanie Garvin; he was loving husband of Brittany Garvin; he was the caring father of daughter, Kayleigh and a son, Wyatt Garvin, who was born while he was deployed; he was the brother of T.J., Alex, Jeremy, and Whitney Garvin; he was also survived by grandparents, Edison & Andrea Garvin and Larry & Edna Stiltz; and he leaves behind many other family members and friends who loved him dearly; and

WHEREAS, Private First Class Nathaniel D. Garvin attended John Hardin High School and attained his GED; and he loved "skateboarding, rock music, computers . . . and fishing with his cousins"; and 

WHEREAS, Private First Class Nathaniel D. Garvin enlisted in the United States Army in August 2008; and he was assigned to the 96th Aviation Support Battalion, 101st Combat Aviation Brigade, 101st Airborne Division (Air Assault), Fort Campbell, Kentucky; and he served as a armament, electrical and avionics systems repairer; and

WHEREAS, the life of Private First Class Nathaniel D. Garvin ended prematurely of injuries sustained from a non-combat related incident at Forward Operating Base Frontenac, Kandahar, Afghanistan; and

WHEREAS, Private First Class Nathaniel D. Garvin is remembered by his friends for his "inquisitiveness and intelligence with an ability to deconstruct computers"; he is also remembered as "a very family-oriented guy"; he was buried with full military honors at the Central Kentucky Veterans Center; he was posthumously promoted to Specialist; and his awards and decorations include the: National Defense Service Medal, Afghanistan Campaign Medal with arrowhead, Global War on Terrorism Service Medal, Army Service Ribbon, NATO Medal, and Weapons Qualification: M4, expert; and 

WHEREAS, the Commonwealth of Kentucky has the highest respect for Private First Class Nathaniel D. Garvin and is deeply grateful for the ultimate sacrifice he made for the freedom of all Americans; and

WHEREAS, the passing of Private First Class Nathaniel D. Garvin has left a void that cannot be filled, and he is mourned across the length and breadth of the Commonwealth;
