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AN ACT relating to the exclusion of abortion coverage for health insurance exchanges.

Be it enacted by the General Assembly of the Commonwealth of Kentucky:

SECTION 1.   SUBTITLE 17D OF KRS CHAPTER 304 IS HEREBY ESTABLISHED AND A NEW SECTION THEREOF IS CREATED TO READ AS FOLLOWS:

As used in this subtitle, unless the context requires otherwise:

"Health benefit exchange" means an American Health Benefit Exchange as described in Section 1311 (b)(1) of the Patient Protection and Affordable Care Act, Pub. L. No. 111-148, as amended by the Health Care and Education Reconciliation Act of 2010, Pub. L. No. 111-152; and
(2)
"Small employer" means, in connection with a group health plan with respect to a calendar year and a plan year, an employer who employed an average of at least one (1) but not more than one hundred (100) employees on business days during the preceding calendar year and who employs at least one (1) employee on the first day of the plan year, as defined in Section 1304 (b) of the Patient Protection and Affordable Care Act, Pub. L. No. 111-148, as amended by the Health Care and Education Reconciliation Act of 2010, Pub. L. No. 111-152.

SECTION 2.   A NEW SECTION OF SUBTITLE 17D OF KRS CHAPTER 304 IS CREATED TO READ AS FOLLOWS:

(1)
Pursuant to Section 1311 of the Patient Protection and Affordable Care Act, Pub. L. No. 111-148, as amended by the Health Care and Education Reconciliation Act of 2010, Pub. L. 111-152, the states are authorized to establish health benefit exchanges for individuals and small employers to provide ease of access to consumer choices of competing qualified health benefit plans.
(2)
Pursuant to Section 1303 of the Patient Protection and Affordable Care Act, Pub. L. No. 111-148, as amended by the Health Care and Education Reconciliation Act of 2010, Pub. L. No. 111-152, the states are specifically authorized to enact legislation to prohibit qualified health plans offered through a health benefit exchange from offering abortion coverage in the state.

(3)
A qualified health benefit plan in Kentucky shall not offer abortion coverage through a health benefit exchange pursuant to Section 1303 of the Patient Protection and Affordable Care Act, Pub. L. No. 111-148, as amended by the Health Care and Education Reconciliation Act of 2010, Pub. L. No. 111-152.  

(4)
The limitation imposed by subsection (3) of this section shall not apply to an abortion performed when the life of the mother is endangered by a physical disorder, physical illness, or physical injury, including a life-endangering physical condition caused by or arising from the pregnancy.
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
