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AN ACT relating to school districts.

Be it enacted by the General Assembly of the Commonwealth of Kentucky:

SECTION 1.   A NEW SECTION OF KRS CHAPTER 159 IS CREATED TO READ AS FOLLOWS:

(1)
If any action of the General Assembly, including any amendment to or creation of a section of the Kentucky Revised Statutes, removes the provisions of local control of a local school board's student assignment plan from the local board of education and causes students to attend particular schools as required by state policy rather than a prior local school district policy, the Commonwealth shall provide state funds to offset all local district costs for the implementation of the state-required student assignment plan, including but not limited to all local district administrative costs and all capital expenditures for new construction and renovation of school facilities that are required for compliance.

(2)
Notwithstanding any other statute or action of the General Assembly to the contrary, the state funds due a local school district for implementing a state-required student assignment plan as described in subsection (1) of this section shall be the first priority obligation of the Commonwealth over all other financial obligations. These funds shall be payable from the general fund to the local district.

The Finance and Administration Cabinet shall promulgate administrative regulations to establish the procedures for:

(a)
Local school districts to make application for state funds;

(b)
The audit of applications by the Finance and Administration Cabinet; and

(c)
The payment to local school districts as provided in this section.
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
