SUMMARY OF LEGISLATION: Amend KRS 439.265 to prohibit shock probation if the defendant has been convicted of either manslaughter or reckless homicide and also received a conviction for driving under the influence arising from the same incident.

Manslaughter in the second degree is a Class C felony punishable by 5 to 10 years in prison; reckless homicide is a Class D felony punishable by 1 to 5 years in prison.
