	SUBJECT/TITLE
	An Act relating to the exclusion of abortion coverage for health insurance exchanges.


	SPONSOR

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MEASURE'S PURPOSE:  HB 185 would prohibit health benefit plans from offering abortion coverage through health benefit exchanges as authorized by the Patient Protection and Affordable Care Act, Pub. L. No. 111-148, and amended by the Health Care and Education Reconciliation Act, Pub. L. No. 111-152.
PROVISION/MECHANICS:   HB 185 creates Subtitle 17D of KRS Chapter 304 to define "health benefit exchange" and "small employer" for the purposes of health benefit exchange group health plans.  The bill creates a new section of Subtitle 17D of KRS Chapter 304 to prohibit abortion coverage by a qualified health benefit plan through a health benefit exchange in accordance with the opt-out provision of the federal Patient Protection and Affordable Care Act.
FISCAL EXPLANATION:  HB 185 would have no fiscal impact.  The decision to establish and operate health benefit exchanges by the state has yet to be made, and any plan to do such would need approval of the U.S. Department of Health and Human Services prior to January 1, 2013.  Moreover, the provisions of the bill prohibit coverage for abortions by plans offered through an exchange which would not fiscally impact the Commonwealth.
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
