Part II:  Purpose and Mechanics
SB 9 GA establishes maximum fines of $100,000 for the first offense and $250,000 for each subsequent offense when a physician or certified technician fails to perform an ultrasound and related activities prior to a woman giving her informed consent to have an abortion. In addition, courts must report all violations to the Kentucky Board of Medical Licensure. 

Part III:  Fiscal Explanation, Bill Provisions, and Estimated Cost
Overall, SB 9 GA may increase local government expenditures by a minimal amount. To the extent that violations established by SB 9 are found, local law enforcement and associated court costs may increase. Few violations are expected, however, because the potentially large fines may serve as a deterrent to prospective violators. Revenues collected from criminal violations are deposited in the state’s general revenue fund.
