MEASURE'S PURPOSE:  HB 333 GA amends and creates a new section of KRS Chapter 227 to establish new storage, permitting, and licensing requirements for businesses and individuals selling or displaying fireworks.  The bill also prescribes new permit fees for those individuals or businesses engaged in selling fireworks.
PROVISION/MECHANICS:   HB 333GA creates  a new section of KRS Chapter 227 to establish storage requirements; amends KRS 227.702 to define "consumer" fireworks; amends KRS 227.706 to define "display" fireworks; amends KRS 227.710 to define "competent display operator" and establish requirements for the operation of a fireworks display.  The bill also amends  KRS 227.715 to permit permanent business establishments that sell consumer fireworks as a secondary course of business to only sell those described in 227.702(1); to define "seasonal retailer"; to require businesses selling fireworks year round as primary source of business to register with state fire marshal and pay a fee of not more than $500; to permit the fire marshal to assess a fee not to exceed $250 for a seasonal retailer; to prohibit sales of fireworks to persons under 18 years of age; to prohibit persons under 18 to be employed by a manufacturing or distribution facility, or unless supervised by a parent or guardian at a retail sales location; to establish process for seizure of fireworks stored in violation of chapter; and to authorize local jurisdictions to enact ordinances further restricting sale and use of fireworks.
FISCAL EXPLANATION:  The fiscal impact of HB 333 GA is expected to be an indeterminable increase in restricted funds to the Division of Fire Prevention within the Department of Housing, Building, and Construction.  The new fee schedule included in the bill is expected to be sufficient to cover any additional reporting and/or inspection requirements.  At this time, the exact number of seasonal and permanent retailers is not known; therefore the increase in revenue is indeterminable.
