Notwithstanding KRS 45.229, fund amounts not expended at the close of the fiscal year shall not lapse but shall be carried forward to the next fiscal year.

Any interest earnings of the fund shall become a part of the fund and shall not lapse.

(4)
The moneys shall be deposited to the credit of the fund and shall, in addition to any other moneys made available for such purpose, be made available to the state fire marshal to administer Sections 1 to 10 of this Act and to support fire safety and prevention programs.

Section 11.   Whereas the ordinary effective date of legislation passed during the 2011 Regular Session of the Kentucky General Assembly would hinder persons subject to the provisions of this Act from complying with its requirements before the July 4 holiday, an emergency is declared to exist, and this Act takes effect upon its passage and approval by the Governor or upon its otherwise becoming a law.".
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
