Part II:  Purpose and Mechanics
HB 435 amends KRS 311.990 to clarify the penalty for violating KRS 311.780.  Currently, KRS 311.990 provides conflicting penalties for performing an abortion after viability except when necessary to preserve the life or health of the woman.  KRS 311.990(17) makes performing an abortion after viability a Class D felony, while KRS 311.990(18) makes the same infringement a Class C felony.  HB 435 eliminates the confusion by deleting KRS 311.990(18).  The bill makes performing an abortion after viability a Class D felony.      

Part III:  Fiscal Explanation, Bill Provisions, and Estimated Cost
The fiscal impact of HB 435 on local government is expected to be minimal.  The measure clarifies existing law.  It makes the performance of an abortion after viability a Class D felony.  Under current law, there is confusion as to whether this crime is a Class C or Class D felony.  The bill resolves the issue in favor of the lesser Class D felony.  It is expected that there will be few violations or prosecutions of this law.  According to statistics provided by the Administrative Office of the Courts, there were no convictions for violations of KRS 311.780 during 2010.
