MEASURE'S PURPOSE:  HB 473 requires physicians, dentists and advanced registered nurse practitioners who prescribe controlled substances to establish an account, by July 1, 2012, for access to the cabinet's electronic monitoring system.
PROVISION/MECHANICS:   HB 473 amends KRS 218A.202 to require certain practitioners authorized to prescribe controlled substances to register for electronic access to the controlled substance monitoring system created by the Cabinet for Health and Family Services.
FISCAL EXPLANATION:  Per the Cabinet for Health and Family Services, requiring all physicians, dentists, and advanced registered nurse practitioners, who prescribe Schedule II-V controlled substances, to obtain a KASPER account would result in the following one-time costs during the first year of implementation:  $62,400 (salary/fringe) for 1.5 staff devoted to the Office of Inspector General eKASPER administration and $65,000 (salary/fringe) for 1 full time help desk resource person.   Therefore, the total estimated cost of this legislation in the first year is $127,400.
