Part II:  Purpose and Mechanics
HJR 49 prohibits political subdivisions from enacting or enforcing governmental limits on the emission of carbon dioxide. 
Under existing law, KRS 224.20-125 prohibits the Cabinet for Environmental Protection from imposing limitations on the emission of carbon dioxide per the Kyoto Protocol, but allows local governments to impose limitations. 

Part III:  Fiscal Explanation, Bill Provisions, and Estimated Cost
The net fiscal impact of HJR 49 is indeterminable, although there appear to be at least two potential fiscal impacts. 

First, for local governments that currently enforce carbon dioxide emission limitations, enactment of this resolution could reduce local government expenditures because enforcement would be prohibited. At least seven mayors in Kentucky are signees of the U.S. Conference of Mayors Climate Protection Agreement, which strives to, among other things, reduce “greenhouse gas emissions.” 

Second, by prohibiting local governments from enforcing any governmental limit on the emission of carbon dioxide, it is possible that local governments in Kentucky may become ineligible for certain federal monies. For example, the 1990 Federal Clean Air Act allows the U.S. Environmental Protection Agency the authority to withhold federal highway and air quality planning money from governments that do not comply with the Act. Should the enactment of HJR 49 conflict with provisions of the Clean Air Act, or other federal law, local governments in Kentucky may experience a decrease in certain federal funding.
